ñCan a Dying Church Take a Mulligan?ò 
  I recently attended a most valuable conference at the North American Mission Board 
(NAMB). This is the SBC agency assigned the responsibility of assisting our churches 
(44,000) to be on mission to reach North America with the gospel. In one of the coner-
ences ñbreak-out sessionsò Mark Clifton talked passionately about ñChurch Replant-
ing.ò He sighted the statistics that some 1000 Southern Baptist Churches are closing 
each year. And, though we are planting about the same number in North America, 
something must be done to salvage as many dying churches as possible. 
  This is a problem that even effects our own state and association. In the last several 
years we have witnessed the closing of Piarson Baptist Church, Tribbey Baptist 
Church, Cooper Memorial Baptist Church, Son Rise Baptist Church, New Life Baptist 
Church and are seeing other churches struggling to keep their doors open. Many of 
the churches in Oklahoma and PLBA can no longer fund a ñfull-timeò Pastor. We have 
many church buildings with numerous rooms never entered or used-some filled with 
old, never-used furniture, equipment, props and literature. 
  We are taking a good, hard look at Church Replanting and or Church Revitalization. 
These are processes that many churches need to know and consider. Otherwise in 
five to ten years (or less) they will become a statistic, also. I would encourage every 
Pastor and concerned lay-leader in plateaued or declining churches to read Biblical 
Church Revitalization, Solutions for Dying and Divided Churches by Brian Croft 
(Church Focus Publication, Great Britain, © 2016). He seems to really understand the 
need. 
  Fortunately, new church planting is on the rise. Pray that both New Starts AND Re-
newed Starts will continue to rise in PLBA and in Oklahoma
