State BCM Director Cris 
Lowery will be joining us at our next Executive Board meeting April 23rd to 
talk about this endeavor.  As usual Trey Hedrick, SOSU BCM Director will 
be there, too.  As you might expect I encourage pastors (each senior  
pastor) and Executive Board members (1 appointed per church) to be 
there.  But in light of the information being provided, all others who are  
interested in helping our BCM are invited to come to Mead Baptist Church 
at 7 that evening as well.  (To be clear, there is a meal at 6 before the 
meeting, but it is provided for pastors and board members only.)  I hope to 
see many of you there as we work together to get this important project 
completed.
