Subcommittee hears concerns 
about elite-athlete emphasis 

A Senate subcommittee heard testimony Oc- 
tober 18 that too much emphasis is being placed 
on the development of elite athletes and too lit- 
de on development of athletes at the grass-roots 
level. 

At the hearing of the Senate Commerce Corn- 
mittee Subcommittee on Consumer Affairs, 
Foreign <:ommerce and Tourism, USO(: Execu- 
tive Director Richard D. Schultz expressed a 
desire to enhance grass-roots developmrnt 01 
athlrtes by working more closely with the NC;AA. 

SC hultz was rcfming to a proposed coopera- 
tive effort between the USOC and the NC&A that 

would prcscwr rndangercd spotls such as m m ’s 
gyninasrics and wrestling, which arc tlircatrrlrd 
by budget cuts: encourage emerging Olympic. 
sports such as WOIIICII’S  rowing and team hand- 
ball; and improve the visibility of existing sports 
such as track and swimming.

Soccer gains a 
mid-life convert

OK I admit it. Up until the last four years, 
1 had never watched an entire soccer match. 
My reasons may have been similar to those 
of many of you: Not enough scoring...teams 
sometimes play for ties...you’ve probably 
heard them all. 

In my case, the most important reason was 
g-rowing up as I dicl in a section of the 
Midwest in which football, basketball and 
baseball were notjust “the people’s choice,” 
but virtually the only choice. I never really 
had any contact with soccer. Today, the more 
T see of the game, the more I like it, even 
though I’m still a neophyte compared to 
many others. 

Spurred by the 1994 World Cup champi- 
onships, soccer has enjoyed a surge of inter- 
est in the United States. The NCAA Division I 
Men’s Soccer Championship sold out for the 
third consecutive year in 1994, and there arc 
scaveral college teams earning more than 
$100,000 annually in gate receipts. 

This is poetic justice of a sort since most 
historians trace the origin of soccer as we 
know it today to the Americas. Asiatic tribes 
brought a similar game to the South and 
North American continents from across the 
Bering Straits, but ancient Mayan and Aztec 
tribes in Central America, as well as 
American Indians, contributed many of the 
features still found in the game we know 
today. 

The Central or Meso-American game was 
known as “pelota” (“the great ballgame”), 
and it was the forerunner of several sports. 
Among them was soccer, of course. But 
another version of pclota featured well- 
mounted stone rings (sort of like a basketball 
rim turned on its side), through which the 
player attempted to “shoot” the ball. Brasch’s 
“How Sports Began” speculates that this is 
how Dr. Naismith may have gotten the idea 
for basketball. Another pelota variation 
involved the use of clubs similar to those 
employed in jai alai and cricket, thus repre- 
senting a forerunner of those sports, as well 
as baseball. 

Among modern sports, however, pelota 
seems to have made its greatest contribution 
to soccer. Pelota’s rules did not permit the 
use of hands; the object was to keep the ball 
in the air primarily through the use of hips

It is very dif&-ulr to explain to a s~udrnt- 
athlctc that bccausc Mary’s school records 
a yearly average, Maiy’s first semester 8fi 
and ~~c~nd-~eme~tcr 68 is sufficirnt for 
admittance, hut hers is not. Both students 
have lhe same ( rcdil on their rransrripts, 
but one will bc on scholarship at a Division 
I school and rhe other will nor. 

This policy is wrong and something 
needs IO be done about it. Thr systrm may 
look good on paper, but in actuality, it has 
a long way to go. We are making lifctimc 
decisions that affect young people’s future. 
We are supposed to be in the business of 
helping stllderlt-;lthlrt~s rrrakr thr most of 
their collcgiatc cxpcricncc. If the system 
stays the way it is, however, we are only 
denying studriil-athletes thr opponuriity 
10 compete because of‘ factors bryorid their 
control.

“The advocates of ‘merit-based admission’ seem pcrfcclly con- 
tent with the special-admissions loophole for athlctcs, many of 
them youngsters from minority groups. Yet policies in C:aliforni;l 
and possibly elsewhere will deny admission to large numbers of 
minority applicants who prcsem considerably higher grades and 
test scores - and much grrater potential for academic arhicvc- 
ment ~ than do many athletes. 

“The current illogic and hypocrisy governing thr admission of 
athletes are, in fact, an old and nrvcr-solved dilrmma. Kather 
than try to unravel it, many proponents of college spans wrap it 
in an enduring and pernicious myth: Sports provide a great 
opportunity for black youngsters to get out of the ghetto and into 
mainstream society. Rut years of research by 1 larry Edwards, a 
professor of sociology at the University of California, Bcrkclt-y, 
have shown that only a tiny pen enrage of such youths win rol- 
lege athletics scholarships. And the majority 01 those who do 
are treated as ‘black gladiators,’ brought IO campuses mainly to 
play sports, not to obtain a meaningful education. 

“The lure of an athletics scholarship is similar to the appral 
of the lottery, with the chance of an individual’s winning almost 
as remote. According to my calculations, based on NCAA statis 
tics and USA Today’s comprchcnsivc reports on college recruit- 
ing, in any given year about 90,000 black male high-srhool seniors 
play organized basketball at inner-city or poor rural schools. 

Al)out 1,100 ofthrm arc ollrrrtl ‘full-ritlr’ athletics scllolarships. 
‘l‘hus, ahout one percent of such seniors win the basketball lot- 
tery. (The odds are only slightly better for black femalr basket- 
ball players.) 

“Yet many African-Aincrican youths continue to believe that 
their best hope tar a college rdurarion is to win a sporls schol- 
arship. The phasing out of admissions preferences based on mce 
or ethnicity should reinfcn-rr the myth, enrouraging morr black 
youngsters to squandrr their school years pursuing the drcarn of 
sports greatness. 

“Most rollegcs and universities with major athletics programs 
:llwdys have sought 1rlac.k athletes much more intensively and sys- 
trmatically than they have rccruitcd regular black students. The 
NtX4 in its $1.75 million study of college sports in the late l!HOs, 
ar-knowlcdgcd this reality, aud the situation has not changrd in 
the ycai-s since.”

and thighs. Goals or markclms were 
positioned in a similar rnamlcr as in 
today’s soccer. 

For long pcriotls of time in (Ilost 
early Meso~Amcriran cultures, “lhr 

great ballgamc” served as a substirute 
for war in competitions bctwren 
neighboring cities. Teams had uni- 
forms, locker rooms and a captain. 
Backrrs ofthc losing tearn frcqurnr- 
ly had to folfeit all their possessions.

What is sportsmanship? 

Sponsmansbip is demonstrated by the respect, fairness, civil- 
ity. honrs~y and responsibility demonstrated by you to your opp 
ncnt. It is the fcmndation of athletics competition. 

Further, it rmanates from a respect for authority and ethical 
conduct; it progrcsscs into reasonable rules that are made and 
rnforcrd in the intcrcst of fairness and competitive excellence. 
This rcsprrt encompasses self-respect and respect for others, 
including coaches, officials, teammates. opponent5 and fans. 
IJltirnately, the respect extends to the game itself and to the spir- 
it of f:limess that should permeate all athletics contess. 

Why is sportsmanship essential 
to athletics participation and competition? 

Sportsmanship creates thr moral framework, ethical content 
and rhr hal;mcrd 1Jcrsprctivc for winning and losing. With this 
f ramrwork, individL~al and [ram efforts take on greater value and 
meaning than does winning or losing. 

Sponsmanship is also importimt hrc-ause of the standards it 
c~.st;thlishcs for the- condLLct of participants, fans and the gatne 
itsrlf. lkca~~sr it develol~s rhe characters of the participants, it 
colltril)urrs 10 the strength and civility of sports and, ultimately, 
society. 

As sp<Jrtsm;LnshilJ brings ;I rcasonahle order to competition, 
it crcatcs a11 c.nvironment that allows paticipants thr opp~nu- 

rlity to play 10 the best of their abilities and permits fans to focus 
on and to enjoy the game. Additionally, it establishes standards 
and niics for comperition that idlOW panicipants and fans to ( om- 
p;Lrr individu;~l and team efforts over rime and from one con- 
test to anolhrr-. 

SlJortsm;ulship enhances what individuals can learn about 
tlicmsc~ivcs ;LILd others, aboilt true competition and ; i l~OUt the 
rclativc sig~~ificar~tr - and insignific ;Lnre - of winning and 
losing.

Sportsmanship dcvclops many fundamental values in an indi-

Why is the deterioration of sportsmanship a problem? 

The Prcsidcnts Commission created the Committrc. on 
Spoflsmanship and Ethical <:onduct in Tntcrroilegiate Athletics 
because its Jncm]Xrs perceiVe a deterioration of s]~~~rlsrli;iil~hi]~ 

in intercollegiate athletics. This tlelerioration is con1promisii1lg 

the quality Of hlterCOkg%ItC UJJIlpetitiCnl atltl, more illlpOltilllt- 

ly, violates the basic mission and purpose of higher t-duca~ion 
in which intercollegiate athletics exists. 

Because of this growing concern, the Presidents Commission, 
with the cndorsrment of the NCAA mcmbrrShi]J, tiirrrrrt] the 

committee to examine and discuss this matter and to makr rc- 
commendations to reverse this decline and to reaffirm the itIt[JOT’ 
Lance of sportsmanship. 

Athletics programs exist as a part of the rdurational activity 
of the institutions. A student’s experience of cOm]Jc~ing in ath- 
letics programs ~ played according to NC%4 principles, n&s 
and the spirit and requirements of sportsmanship ~ provides 
an excellent opportunity to enjoy the innate compctitivrncss of 
sports and learn positive valurs that can enrich the individual’s 
worth. 

Without sportsmanship, true athletics competition and its im- 
portant educational value for individuals is sorely compromisLd. 
The essence of‘games is dilutrd, and winning at all costs hccomcs 
the dominant ethos, exaggerating both winning and losing. Tht 
achievement and pcrfonnancr of‘individuals is overclnphasizcti 
at thr cxpensr of the achievement and pc~frmnance of teams. 

A lack of sportsmanship reflects poorly or1 all c onc~rned: stu- 
dent-athletes, trustees, ]JrcSidentS, faculties, fans and iristitutioriai 
vdtues. 

It can influence the tone of fans’ IJrhavior and encourage 
immature, irresponsible play on the field and on the courts, as 
well as similar co~~luct in the stands. This Lmforlunate phe 
nomenon and behavior is expanded and pcrpctLLatrt1 1 hrough 
television coverage of athletirs contests. 

(:ivcn the importance and 1JcLvasive VisitJility of sports iii our 
c~~utlrry, a lack of spOrtsrn;msi1i]~ llas a tleg-ttivc, dcstn1( tivc ~U’kc I 

on the quality of competition and on the character drvcloprncn~ 
of athletes and on the quality of oLir civility and S(Jficry.

Does ethical conduct go beyond sportsmanship?
