Icebreaker:  
Valentine’s Day was this past week. Have you ever thought of Valentine’s Day in terms 
of God’s love for us?

Homework (from last week): 
Find someone this week who does not have power (i.e. an immigrant or homeless person) 
and listen to their story. What did you learn? 
Who was able to complete the homework? Who did you meet and what did you 
learn? If you were unable to complete the homework, why, and did you learn 
anything from that?

Read this week’s scripture and discuss: 
1.	John 17 is a prayer of Jesus. In verses 20-23, Jesus prays for future believers like us.  
	 What does it mean to know Jesus has prayed and continues to pray for you?

2.	Read verse 21 again. Jesus says he is in the Father and the Father in him, so God’s  
	 people are “in them” as well. What do you think it means to be “in” God the Father  
	 and Jesus as they are in each other?

3.	John Wesley said we can stay unified even if we disagree. How can we love those  
	 we disagree with? 

4.	 Author Christine Pohl says, “While gratitude gives life to communities, ingratitude  
	 that has become established sucks out everything good, until life itself shrivels and  
	 discouragement and discontent take over.” What things can we be grateful for at ZPC?

5.	In his book Life Together, Dietrich Bonhoeffer wrote:  
	 “Innumerable times a whole Christian community has broken down because it had sprung  
	 from a wish dream. The serious Christian, set down for the first time in a Christian  
	 community, is likely to bring with him a very definite idea of what Christian life together  
	 should be and to try to realize it. But God’s grace speedily shatters such dreams. Just as  
	 surely as God desires to lead us to a knowledge of genuine Christian fellowship, so surely  
	 must we be overwhelmed by a great disillusionment with others, with Christians in general,  
	 and, if we are fortunate, with ourselves.”  
	 When have you seen God’s grace in the midst of being disillusioned with others? 

6.	In a world of increasing independence, how do you cultivate interdependence in  
	 place of independence?
