Working out our faith | James 1:1-18

Icebreaker:

In the Bible, do you like to read narratives (stories and history) or practical teaching
(like James)?

Read this week’s scripture and discuss:

1. In verse 1, to whom was James writing, and what might have been their
circumstances? How might those circumstances shape what he wrote?

2. How have trials matured you? In the midst of trials, is it easy to see how they are
shaping you?

3. From verses 6-8, how did James define “faith” and “doubt”? What does it mean to
be “double-minded”?

4. Is it easy or hard to believe God will answer your prayer (James 1:5-6)? How can
we increase our faith in God's desire and ability to answer prayer?

5. Re-read verse 11. Does this verse challenge you? If so, why?

6. Can you put in your own words what James teaches about temptation
(James 1:12-16)? In your life, what have you found to help you fight temptation?

7. According to James, when experiencing great difficulties, what question is likely
to arise? When you suffer, what typically becomes your focus?

This series is called “Working Out Our Faith.” Each week, we will recommend a
practice to work out our faith.

This week reflect on how you spend your time. How does the way you spend your
time reflect your priorities? In what ways does your calendar shape you spiritually?
Next week, we will begin by sharing our reflections on this exercise.
