How should it make us feel about money?

6. How have you seen money used in such a way that others knew they were
important and that they mattered?

7. What comes to mind when you read this quote from martyred missionary Jim
Elliott, “He is no fool who gives what he cannot keep to gain that which he
cannot lose”?
