MUSIC IN WORSHIP 

Today’s final hymn, No. 797 “We Cannot Measure How You Heal,” was written by the Iona 

Community’s John Bell and Graham Maule in response to a 1996 incident in Dunblane, Scotland, in 

which 16 school children and their teacher were killed by a gunman.  The hymn expresses a combination 

of boldness and humility.  Stanza 1 references Christ’s bloodied hands and appeals to God as a fellow-

sufferer yet recognizes our own ignorance.  Stanza 2 acknowledges our need for both healing and the 

love that heals. Stanza 3 allows worshipers confidently to come as they are before the triune God as 

Shaper, Savior, and Spirit.  John Bell (born 1949) is a preacher, teacher, and hymn writer based in 

Glasgow, Scotland.  He has produced over 15 collections of songs and a wide range of liturgical 

materials.  A Church of Scotland minister, he is a member of the Iona Community, a broadcaster, and 

former student activist. He works throughout the world, lecturing in colleges and seminaries in the UK, 

Canada and the United States, but is primarily concerned with the renewal of congregational worship at 

the grass roots level.
