· Huddle: Circulating Zones in the OR – Joseph L. Brown, RN, CNOR (4:35-
· Discuss operating room circulating zones and define each zone
· Basic task circulator completes: setting up an operating room
· Circulating Zone Technique – systematic and standardized process of setting up OR. 6 distinct circulating zones. New nurse focuses on only ONE circulating zone as a time. Should help make the OR less intimidating.
· Zones: 1 – patient & bed; 2 – working zone/equipment; 3- prep stand/anything you need to take care of the patient; 4 - mirrors zone 2; zone 5 – viewing zone i.e. video equipment; zone 6 – documenting zone/computer
· Zone 1: READ PREF CARD! bed positioned and secured/locked. Overhead lights are working. Safety strap. Positioning devices. Arm boards. Head piece equipment. Suction on rail of bed. SCD machine. Adequate space for anesthesia. 
· Zone 2:  Bovie, bear hugger, headlight boxes, suctioning, suction tubing, any other secondary machines or equipment. 
· Zone 3: Circulating zone – PREP STAND… anything need to take care of patient; prep kit, razor, tape, foley, bovie pad, extra foam padding, warming blanket, folded sheets; service specific 
· Zone 4: same as zone 2 – any other equipment needed on the other side 
· Zone 5: visual aids – bronchoscope towers, cysto towers, laparoscopic towers.
· Zone 6: Documentation zone / option zone… charting/ EMR
