
Rita Celmer Scholarship  2018 Application
Background: Rita Celmer was the founding member of PA ENA. It was her dream and her vision that every Emergency Nurse be involved in a professional organization. The PA ENA State Council in continuing Rita’s vision is taking it a step further. Not only would we like to see every Emergency Nurse involved in a professional organization such as ENA, but also would like them to be certified in their specialty. It has been decided that PA ENA will continue Rita’s legacy by promoting certification in the form of a scholarship in Rita’s name. Who’s your Rita?

Eligibility: Anyone who is an active PA ENA member (defined as being aligned with a local chapter within Pennsylvania), and is testing for a certification for the first time. Example if you’ve never been certified and want to take the CEN exam, or you’ve been a CEN and now want to pursue a second certification that you’ve never tested for such as CPEN, CFRN, or CTRN.

Covered expenses: This year’s scholarship is for up to $ 1000.00. Only one scholarship will be awarded. Eligible expenses are: cost of the exam, review book (1), review course, mileage (based on IRS guidelines), and if you must travel more than 60 miles to the exam site we will pay for a room the night before the exam so you can arrive well rested and free of road rage! If you stay overnight we’ll pay for breakfast too!

Process: Applicants should review the attached checklist and send all documents electronically to Cheryl MacDonald Sweet: cmacdonaldsweet@aol.com.   with “Rita Celmer” in the subject line. Deadline to submit applications this year is May 14, 2018 at 11:59pm. All applications will have identifying characteristics removed, assigned a distinctive number and then the anonymous application will be sent to a review panel for selection. The recipient will be announced in June and the award presented at EN18 in Pittsburgh.
