The Vera Brancato Nursing Education monetary award is designed for the student who is enrolled in a graduate nursing program or higher in any of the following capacities: graduate degree, DNP, PhD, or post-graduate nursing education teaching program. The monetary award is in the range of $500 to $1000. Completed applications must be postmarked by March 11, 2019.  The recipient of the award will be notified via email on or around March 22, 2019.  The award will be presented at the PLN Area II educational meeting scheduled in April 2019.
The following criteria must be met for eligibility:
1. Students enrolled in nursing programs in Berks, Bradford, Carbon, Centre, Clinton, Columbia, Lackawanna, Lehigh, Luzerne, Lycoming, Monroe, Montour, Northampton, Northumberland, Pike, Potter, Schuylkill, Sullivan, Susquehanna, Tioga, Union, Wayne, or Wyoming counties or a current PLN member.

2. Graduate or higher-level nursing student enrolled in a graduate, DNP, PhD or post-graduate nursing education teaching program.

3. Grade point average of 3.0 or better validated by a copy of the current transcript.

4. A letter of recommendation from a faculty member or the director or chair of the nursing program (form attached).
5.  Demonstrates an interest working in nursing education and displays leadership skills.
