9. Outer Banks: no report. 
10. NC Eastern Piedmont: May 14th presentation at Northern Surry. Denise Rhew officially the student nurse liason. There is an open call for candidates for the chapter board. Education day is August 23rd with a TCRN Review class presented by Pam Bartley.  There is an Eventbrite registration, $125 non-members, $85 ENA members, email Adam for more information. E. Committee Reports
1. Membership: 1700 members, 24 new members, 62 membership expirations for May.  There is a membership drive in June and July, make sure your name is on the sponsorship list.  The member who recruits the most memberships will win a fall conference and one night hotel accommodations.  The report Connie reviews does not distinguish between an online application and a paper application.  People are placed in chapters based on where they live, make sure membership recruits indicate what chapter they want to a part of.  Kathy requested chapter numbers (each chapter is assigned a number) for the application.  To receive a $10 membership fee discount 5 new members are needed, or 10 member renewals. Online memberships will count towards numbers. 
2. ISQIP: Ernestine reporting – Ernestine feels stuck Angie offered to help. Linda recommends focusing on one thing, for example stop the bleed. September 14th is community day in Greensboro, ENA is helping. Several stop the bleed classes have occurred in the Eastern Tarheel area. Question posed to the group on how we can query chapters for the number of Stop the Bleed classes. Give the dates. ENA sponsored. 
3. Government Affairs: Tonya, Annette, David McDonald and Shannen participated in Day on the Hill in May.  The bills that ENA is advocating for are HR 1309 WPV Prevention Act, Social Services were added, and Congress is wanting OSHA to set a standard, ENA is requesting a seat at the table. Bills discussed included HR 776 Emergency Medical Services for children.  This bill will re-authorize training for outlining hospitals for rural hospitals. All participants report that it was a great experience. NC representatives got to sit in on the congress galley. Annette spoke well of the training provided by ENA. State sponsors 3 people to go, usually someone on the board, government affairs chair and a state committee chairperson.
4. Certification: CEN Review Sept 23/24 big discount for ENA members. , Total certifications: 1584 CEN, 110 CFRN, 181 CPEN, 14 CTRN, and 149 TCRN.
5. Student Nurse Liaison: no report. 
6. Emerging Professional:  Shannen trying to recruit emerging professionals – revamping social media, Instagram and twitter. If any chapter has a student nurse liaison and an emerging professional please collaborate.  Shannen wants to meet everyone throughout the state, please reach out shannen.kane25@gmail.com.  The chair of each committee and their email is on the website.
7. Education: We have secured all the speakers for the fall conference with 20 vendors.    Fall conference will be at Blockade Runner in Wrightsville Beach on November 8th 0700-1700, 7:30 am state face to face meeting to touch base. Would love to get a lot of people there. The fee is $99 for ENA members, $149 for non-ENA members, rooms are $95 per night. Non-members can join at the conference receive $50 back.
8. Fundraising: no report yet Mary Lou sent David an email with an idea. 31 bags - a package price of most popular bags, we can pick what ever we want. Big variety, easy to transport, our electronic raffle usually doesn’t do well. Bags do better, what can we sell? We have plenty of blings and other pins to sell at the conference. Running low on the state shaped NCENA pin. Group discussed the possibility of T-shirts and decided against it.  Karen suggested a gift card tree, all liked the idea.  The Ask each chapter to donate a gift card. Raffle off lots of gift cards.  LOGO – we have a new logo we will use at national conference.  Group discussed the new logo, do we need to add “emergency nurses association” David is confident ENA will not have issues with the logo. We will add if needed. No objections verbalized. All David needs is the size of the shirt. Connie recommended we communicate with the other 2 name states. Connie doesn’t want to be the “odd ball”.  None of the other states have “emergency nurses association” per Dave.
9. TNCC/ENPC: no report. 
10. Awards/Scholarships: CeCe reports interest from 6 nurses and 2 EMTs, please push in your chapters.  Scholarship winner will be announced in 2 weeks.  Will be available June 1st on the state website. Due date mid-August.  The application is condensed, based on nationals.  Only 1 person nominating, CV optional, due 8/15 so winners are selected before fall conference.  We need each chapter to nominate at least one person.  Applications are on the website.  
11. Sickle Cell: Angie and sickle cell group are presenting a resolution at national. Multiple states are supporting. Position statement, standard of care, shout out to Mary Lou who helped get NJ support.  Connie said if you are on a state council your name will not appear as an individual supporting the resolution.

NEW Business: We have received 11 delegate applications.  Mandatory F2F is September 6th, we will start with a state meeting, education, then the delegate component of the meeting.  July there will be no conference call, August 2nd there will be a conference call.  National General Assembly is Sept 28-29, then the conference is September 30th-October 2nd. The group discussed the possibility of a conference call the second week of October. November we will meet at the fall conference with no pre-conference or meeting the night before. December we will have a sponsored lunch somewhere. Looking for a sponsor for food at the fall conference. We are trying to provide affordable education to the bedside nurses. 
Nominations for State council are due June 20th.  Must have leadership experience in chapter and/or committees. 
Angie – every year in May there is a banquet hosted by the Metrolina Council of Nursing Organizations.  This year Sigma Tau is sponsoring, Angie is asking the state council to also consider sponsoring.  The speaker is Terry Foster, he is willing to speak at 2 events if we wanted a separate event.  The dinner will be May 7th 2020 at the Airport Sheraton.  Angie will write that up. We could celebrate the 50th anniversary of ENA with this formal banquet. Last year 350 attended with 125 door prizes. There are no CEs, just a celebration. Banquet $50, Metrolina chapter gets $5 for every member that attends. 
Amy – cardinal chapter website cost mirrored the state website, it cost $99, Dan Cohen is the contact. Amy asked if all chapters to do this?  She stated it is a great deal with a lot of benefits. Ticketing through the website!!  Communication all in one place and announcements automatically connect to social media (once you set it up). Charlene is working with Shannen and Karen to link the state website to social media.
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
