· Candidate must be currently enrolled in an accredited nursing program (including RN to BSN, MSN or doctoral program) or accepted into a nursing program for Fall 2015.
· Cumulative GPA ≥ 2.7
· Awardees are required to sign a contract agreement stating they will remain an active member of CT NAHN for a minimum period of one year after receiving the scholarship.

 Official Transcript from an accredited School of Nursing OR acceptance letter (for Fall 2015)

 One-two page essay: Guidelines: one to two page typed, 12 font size, 1” margins, and double-spaced essay. The essay should describe why the applicant feels he/she deserves the scholarship and may include a description of any extracurricular activities and community involvement impacting Hispanic populations.

  Must have at least 1 full year remaining in nursing school  
 One letter of recommendation (from a teacher or employer, written within the past 6 months)

PLEASE NOTE: If selected for a scholarship, the student must pay half of the upcoming year membership dues (the CT chapter will cover the other half) prior to receiving the award.
