· Erin reported there was good dialog and conversation. there are still many unanswered questions about ASPANs reorganization proposal.
· Suzanne and Ali are members of the Executive Oversight Committee (EOC) who have had 42 meetings since July discussing the proposed reorganization.  There is a follow-up EOC meeting on 11/18 to discuss the concerns from PDI.
· Maureen reported that the hallway conversations and networking were positive. There are a lot of future unknowns at this time with lens on component growth.  She felt that the message was the individual components are done, here’s the future/
· Suzanne reported that ASPAN is on a time constraint and will require representation from every geographical area and state.  Each region will need a lead person in their area and state with policies and templates.
· Stephanie reported that the Region Directors were not initially members of the EOC and PDI was where they first heard about.  The EOC SWOT has been a huge time commitment.  The proposal does include representation from every state in each region.

We have the ability to mentor and encourage our members to be engaged without being on the BODs. We have an opportunity to be proactive and learn from the regions that have already merged to improve the process.

We have given the Shining Star award at the Fall conference in Waltham but only after a board discussion and electronic vote. 
The shining star award is a cumulation of ALL of the boards work regardless of or if they are working clinically in a leadership role or not. Including everyone would allow for transparency and inclusion.)
