Old Business: Motions approved to accept Spring 2013 Business Meeting Minutes and Spring/Fall 2013 Treasurers Report.
Policy Directors Report: Sue Buswell (Policy Director) reports on-        
        Epinephrine auto-injectors:

· SB 165 – The Auto-Injectable Epinephrine Law has passed and become law in July 2013.
·  Resources were made available to school nurses at the spring meeting to assist in the development of individual district protocols. The MTSBA (MT School Boards Assoc) also has a policy template that includes the Epi Law.
· Kendra Selser and Julie Chaffee have put together resources which are available at the MASN website
· The NASN website also has good resources on epinephrine use in schools
· Epi-Pens may be ordered at no charge for schools – check out www.epipen4schools.com
· If you go to www.aanma.org  you can get 2 additional generic auto-injectors 



Sue Buswell next presents on the topic of vision screening in terms of public policy. 
· Most states require vision screening at some level in schools. 
· Dr. Murdock is a practicing ophthalmologist in Missoula and has asked the question of why there was no mandated vision screening in Montana schools. He has asked school nurses to work with him and have a say in what policy should look like, the grades to be screened and how often, etc.
A new committee is proposed that will examine the issue of vision screening policy in schools. It will be formed after today’s meeting. Those nurses volunteering are Cheryl Asay, Jeannie Penner, Cheryl Summerer and Sue Buswell. 
Scoliosis Screening- mentioned as another possible legislative interest. Some nurses are no longer doing this or have cut back. Should MASN look into pro’s and con’s?
NASN BOD Report:  Sue Buswell reports that the last meeting was in June 2013 in Orlando, FL during the national conference.

· NASN has created 10 new Position Statements. These can be found at www.nasn.org
Position Statements are rewritten every 5 years in order to stay current.

· NASN statement has become part of a new bill approved by Congress called the Strengthening America’s Schools Act of 2013.
This over-arching bill includes wording about appropriate school nurse to student ratios.

· Next NASN National Conference will be in San Antonio, Texas in June, 2014

LuAnn Driessen adds a personal comment about the value of going to the National Conference-
When she went to the conference in Chicago several years ago there was great information on best practice vision screening that she shared with her district and it ended up changing the way they did their screening (for the better).  The experience is described as self-affirming and embraces the professional inside you (that some in the school do not acknowledge).    Your district or union may be able to assist with the cost- it’s worth checking into.

DPOC NEWS:  Linda Simon reports that the function of this diabetes subcommittee is coming to a close.
A power point was presented earlier to the school nurses that conveyed a summary of the group’s research and progress.  DPOC has existed now for a year to provide an informed and united voice from MASN on the insulin administration issue in schools. The Diabetes Collaborative has been working together for 2 ½ years, with involvement from DPHHS, OPI, CDE, a parent, the ADA and MASN. We now need to decide what we want to see for insulin legislation, or the issue will be resolved without the input of MASN. 
There will be an electronic survey put out on Survey Monkey next week. Nurses will be asked to decide on 1 of 4 choices which are:

1. Legal nurse delegation of insulin with MASN involvement
2. Legal parent legislation of insulin with MASN involvement
3. Legal nurse delegation and legal parent designation of insulin with MASN involvement
4. Legal parent designation of insulin without MASN participation in shaping legislation

DPOC members also serving on the Diabetes Collaborative plan on taking the information from the survey and moving forward with it.

Business meeting was adjourned at 12:55pm with plans to continue tomorrow at 9am.
