· Participation with TNA through NLAC. Many of you have heard me talk about this many times. Purpose is to keep us informed for nursing practice and gives us ability to be part of bill making process. Keep us updated on changes. Currently we have 18 organizations that are part of NLAC. It is a goal of TNA to expand to 140 nursing organizations. Assists in many ways: more input, smaller groups to have a voice, lower our cost to participate w/ NLAC, provide weekly or bimonthly regulatory updates, additional lobbying assistance, lets us be a part of the rule making process for passed laws, individual pact donations if desired, strengthen nursing influence, greater influence in retaining nursing education funds, geographic targeted info, expanded to provide legislature symposiums, networking with other organizations. They want us to provide email addresses. The board has discussed it and we decided to send out survey. We are not leaving NLAC. · Introduced: CMC readmission penalties, non payment of HAC’s, we are having to focus more on patient safety and quality of care, reportable metrics, evidenced based practice, the epicenter of everything is technology. 
· Government mandates, ICD10
·  Healthcare reform
· Have to look at inventory mgmt. 
· Readmission penalties/ non payment HAC – health care facilities really have to focus on areas that impact patient safety and quality of care  inventory mgmt. is traceability; increase efficiencies. Nurses need more efficient processes. Improves infection control.

· Accurate data capture / traceability – everything has to trace back to patient
