Know your source of Strength! 1
David - man after God’s own heart 1 Sam 13:14
Key principle: Take refuge in the Lord!

Many will tell you to run away 1
human condition – we all want to run away from trouble. Monastery,
avoidance of the tough things...

Beware of the world’s lies 2-3
Wrong premise in question: if foundations are destroyed...
Stability is not found in world’s system
Biblical example: 1 Sam 20; 21:1-9; 22:6-23
Look at today’s news... not much better

The answer of the Faithful 4
What can the righteous do?...   Go on being righteous in Christ!

C God is alive and at work in His holy temple - 4
C God is ruling His world from His throne – every detail of YOUR life - 4

God tests the righteous & judges the wicked 5-6
Tests refine the righteous & judge (scorch) the wicked

A Final Song Reminder of God’s Grace 7
The Lord is righteous

He loves righteous deeds – Gospel = hide in Christ’s righteous deeds
Hope: Gospel means I’m upright & shall behold His face! Rom 3:21-22
