Moses Praises God for His attributes:

Eternal - Yahweh - harkens back to burning bush - Ex 3

Powerful - Praises to God for His power Ex 15:6

Wrath - God is praised for His wrath. Wrath comes from God’s holiness [Hab
1:13]. God can't tolerate wickedness. Gospel — God's provision for our
unholiness makes the Gospel so sweet — worthy of praise!

Superiority - God is ultimate, not to be compared to other gods - 11
Mercy - Steadfast love shown to His people. Mercy shown through
covenants to Abraham & now Israel.

What God Will Do 13-21

The peoples of the earth are in fear of this God.
But we are reminded that God has saved us and will protect & we will dwell
with Him by His provision!

Good Theology drives us to Worship!
A personal worship 2 - “my salvation”, “I will"

Moses’ Song - the Song of the Ages

Revelation 15 - Song of Moses sung again!

Same song: God delivers His people who don’t deserve it so He gets the glory!
