R HOMES IN LAWRENCE ARE NUMEROUS

From-aﬂ article by Mrs. Ivan D. Rowe in the Lawrence Daily

Journal World, Thursday, December 8, 1960,

The first house in Lawrence was built in 1854. A log cabln
about 18 by 24 feet erected by Clark Stearns from Missouril. The
act of organizing the territories of Kansas and Nebraska passed
Congress, May 30, 1854, and within a few days after that, Stearns
arrived and erected his cabin 2s a squatter's claim, for a farm.
There is a cement marker at 615 Massachusetts Street which reads,
"Site of the first house in Lawrence, 60 feet east." .

In June of the same year, Achilles B. Wade bullt a cabin
east of the present Water Works, on Indiana Street. '

The old Babcock barn at 2239 West Drive was converted into
a duplex by George K. Melvin. Mr. Melvin's grandparents were
early settlers. Next door north on the Melvin property 1s a
small house built and used by the Babcocks for the servants.

At 623 Indiana, Adam Oliver brought his family from _
England -in 1858 and to Lawrence in 1862. After Quantrill's Rald
the family went to Canada for a short time, but soon returned to
Lawrence and Oliver built the house at 802 Tennessee. Many people
in Lawrence think the 802 Tennessee residence was the first uouse
of the Olivers, but records show otherwlse.

Also in the 800 block on Tennessee is 827 presently owned
by Mr. and Mrs. Ralph Tait. This house was built on the edge of
a ravine which was later filled, leaving the first floor below
‘the ground level. - -~ = R C . : : :

The Robert H. Miller house, 1111 East 19tan Street, was
built in 1858, It was a farm home then, and remained in the
Miller family until 1952. . :

The house at 743 Indiana Street was built by Hiram Towne, a
well-known contractor. This house was rented by Towne to a
widow, Mrs. Emily Hoyt, but he reserved a room for himself.

Mr. Towne also built Norta College. -

Mr. F. W. Jaedicke, 2 gunsmlith and nardware merchant,
purchased the home in 1879 and the house has remained in the
family, being presently owned by a daughter, Mrs. Otto A. Fischer.

The house at 1008 Ohio was built by George W. Bell.

The 718 Locust residence was bullt in 1859 by A. J. Dicker.
Dicker came to Lawrence in 1848 and built his grocery and meat
store in Nortn Lawrence and a year later buillt hls home east of
the store in the following block. The home is now owned and
occupled by Donald Dicker. - ‘

Other homes include: - -

1106 Rhode Island--occupled by Tom Delahunty and his sister
was built about 1870 by Tom's father, R. Delahunty. He was in
the transfer business when he came to Lawrence in 1857.

702 Rhode Island--buillt by Julius Fiscner in 1859. He was
one of the original 15 Germans who were sent out in 1875 from
Chicago, by a German Assoclilation, to found the town of Eudora.

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JONES CEMETERY

The Jones Cemetery (also called the Vancil Cemetery) is located in
Clinton Township (Sec. 25, Twp. 13, R 18) two miles north of Lone Star
in the woods just to the west of a horse trail. A rock wall partially
encloses the cemetery. There are only two stones standing: one a foot-
stone and the other a tombstone marking the graves of:

Abbie VANCIL, died May 16, 1857, age 13 yrs. 2 mos.
Daniel VANCIL, died Jan. 3, 1864, age 50 yrs. 7 mos. 8 ds.

The VANCIL family lived in the Bloomington area which lies in the
valley about one mile north of the.cemetery. It is not known how many
people were buried here, but there are deéepressions where some of the
graves are located. According to Ada Lindell in Will Hastie's Record of
Cemeteries of Douglas County, Kansas, six other graves are marked with
rocks at head and foot.

Marshall J. JONES and Mary Ann HOLMES, both born near London, England,
were married January 11, 1842, and came from Harper's Ferry, Va. to Kansas
in the spring of 1856. They had four boys and four girls. Martha PARKER
of the Clinton Lake Historical Society said that their great grandsons,
Olin and Howard PETEFISH, only knew of four children. Marshall was a
deacon in the Baptist Church.

Hastie states that Marshall preempted the farm on which this cemetery
is a part, and that an indenture was made between Henry and Martha ULRICH
(daughter of Marshall and Mary JONES) to the Jones Cemetery Association
for $5.00 on August 25, 1884. The Trustees were: Henry ULRICH, James M.
HALBERT, Michael CATHERMAN, J.W. MATNEY, and Thomas BOND. These records
are on file in the Secretary of State's Office, Book 36, p. 336.

. Marshall, Mary Ann and their oldest son Alpheus Alexander are buried
in this cemetery, all having died within a short time of each other. The
birth, death and marriage information was obtained from the family Bible
which was later destroyed by fire.

" Quantrell, Kansas guerrilla and murderer, was captured in
Kentucky last week; brought to Loulsville, badly wounded.
(Nashville Daily Union, 16 May 1865.) (N. B. He signed his
name Quantrill; he was born 31 July 1837 at Canal Dover, Ohio,
died 5 June 1865 in Louisville; was burled in hidden grave at
St. John's Catholic Cemetery; in Dec 1887 his remains were moved
to Canal Dover, Ohio.). ;

- Man known as T. G. Henderson died one day last week at the
" home of Mrs. Parnell in Birmingham, Alabama. Before he dled he
confessed to her that he was Charles William Quantrell, the
famous Missouri outlaw, who was supposed to have been killed in
a flgnt with Pederal soldiers in Kentucky near the close of the
war. (Florence, Ala., Times, 17 Oct. 1390.)

§ . The Lawrence Massacre. Up to this morning 128 bodies have:
been buried but it is still utterly impossible to obtain a :
conplete list of their names, as so many are so much disfigured
as to prevent recognition, while others are still missing, and
. are supposed to be concealed in thne woods nearby or, they may
be In the ruins of the buildings, besides many left with Lane

in pursuit of Marmaduke and not yet returned.

Fifty of Quantrell's gang who are citizens of Jackson
County, Missouri, and are all well kxnown here and have been
considered Union men; many of them are paroled prisoners from
Pemberton's army, and some of tnem are from Price's command,
from tane fact that they are much sunburnt and have the appear-
ance of having been long in the service. '

After they had accomplished the destruction of Lawrance,
some of them became much intoxicated, but being strapped to
thelr norses, there were none left benind to give information

~as to who they were or where they were from.

Aug. 22--The citizens of Lawrence, shot by Quantrell's
band, number 108, including tae Major and ais son. The inhabi-
tants fled into ravines and bushes, where they were fired into
by the guerrillas. Twenty-five negro recruits were shot. The
guerrillas took all the money in the pockets of citizens and in
houses. They stole ladies jewelry even the rings from their
fingers.
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QUANTRILL, William Clarke--continued

Jim Lane escaped on horseback, rallied about 200 men and
followed Quantrell about 12 miles soutn of Lawrence, where a
fight occurred, the result of which 1s unknown. Quantrell 1is
now retreating toward Missouri, burning everything on als route.
No resistance was made at Lawrence, the people belng shot down
as they ran through the streets in their night clothes, and
their bodies thrown into wells and cisterns. The cltizens had
been expecting this raid and had organized into companied for
defencée, but from assurances that Quantrell would not invade
Kansas, their organizations were abandoned and the guerrillas
found them eqtirely defenceless. (Nashville Daily Union,
22 Aug 1853.) :

" Quantrell's force reached the headwaters of Grand River,
Cass County, Missouri, about noon on August 25, after burning
Lawrence and then divided into squads of from 40 to 50 ~and
scattered in varﬂous directions.

‘Quantrell S men told many persons before reaching Lawrence
that they were going to destroy the town, but by some strange
fatality, the people along the route, who might easily have
gotten word to Lawrence, did not try. A messenger was sent by
Capt. Coleman to notify the people of Lawrence of Quantrell's
approach, but failed to get throuvh. (Nashville Dally Union,
25 Auc 1865) :

Quantrell S raid made 85 widows and 250 orphans. (Nasaville
Dispatch, 28 Aug 1863.)

~Aug 20--Guerrillas under Quantrell with 800 men crossed
into Xansas near Gardner, 4 miles below Leavenworth, and started
for Lawrence and pillaged stores, shot citizens and fired
houses. (Nashville-Dispatch, 22 Aug 1863.)

Quantrell's band is now retreating toward Missouri, burnlng
everything on the route. His force consists of guerrillas who
have been robbing and murdering along the border for months.
(Nashville Dispatch 23 Aug 1863)

As of the 24th, 128 bodies have been buried at Lawrence,
Kansas; others are missinp and are probably in the ruins.
(Nashville Dispatch, 26 Auv 1863.)

At Lawrence, Kansas, 183 bodies have been buried and tnere
are 182 buildings burned. (Nashville Dispatch, 27 Aug 1853.)

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Naturalization Records

Naturalization records may be a good source of genealogical data, Usually:
these papers were treasured family documents, and often were kept in the pages
of the family Bible or with old family letters.,

Because the first Naturalization Act passed by Congress on 26 March 1790
provided that an alien who desired to become a citizen should apply to “any
common law court of record, in any one of the states where he shall have resided
for the term of one year at least™, he may have been naturalized in the Federal,
State or Local Courts.,

On 29 Jan 1795, Congress passed a new Naturalization Act requiring a res--
idence period of five years and renunciation of allegiances and titles of nobility
as pre=requisite to citizenship,. This was amended on 18 June 1798 to require res-
idence of fourteen years, and declaration of intention for five years,. However
this was repealed in 1802 when the Naturalization Law of 1795 was re-inacted.

Prior to the present Naturalization Law (1952), an applicant had to wait at
least two years after filing a Declaration of Intention to become a citizen be-
fore he could file a Petition for Naturalization. This is no longer necessary.

Records of naturalization proceedings in the Federal Courts are usually
found in records of the Di'strict Court in which the proceedings took place,
Records prior to 27 Sept 1906 may still be in custody of the court, they may have
been transferred to the Nationali Archives, or they may have been transferred to
the Federal Records Center operated by the GSA, Since 1906, duplicates of the
records are deposited with the Commissioner of Immigration and Naturalization,
Washington, D, C.

In the late 1930's, the WPA began to make photographic copies of the records
and to index them, Copies and indexes filed by the courts in Maine, Massachusetts;,
New Hampshire and Rhode Island 1787-1906, and for the District of Columbia 1802
1926, are now in the National Archives,

Information on the records include the place and date of birth of the alien,
the country from which he emigrated, name of the vessel, date and port of arrival
in the U. S,, the name under which he traveled and more. An alien was permitted
to change his name at the time of his application for citizenship, which decree
would be shown on the Naturalization Certificate when issued.

Advice from the Federal Records Center is that the federal law which pre-
vented copying of a Naturalization Certificate has been repealed, and that all
naturalization records are public records.,

The Last News From the Lecompton Constitution Committee

The Kansas City Star, Wednesday, 30 January 1894

"In the collection of the Kansas State Historical Society is now found
an o0ld candle box with this inscription: The last news from the Lecompton
Constitution Committee. :

This box was found buried under a woodpile adjoining the Surveyor-
General (Calhoun's) land office at Lecompton, February 2, 1858. It contained
the returns of the election of December 21, 1857, for the Lecompton Constitu-—
tion; also the results of the election of January 4, 1858, under said consti-
tution, as sworn to by General Samuel Walker (Sheriff of Douglas County), by
Governor Denver, G.W. Dietzler (Speaker of the House of Representatives), and
C.W. Babcock, President of the Council of the Territorial Legislature of
Kansas.

This discovery is but one of the many important objects gained through
the exertions of the "Board of Commissioners for the Investigation of Election
Frauds." The board consists of Messers H.J. Adams, J.R. Abbott, Thomas Ewing,
jr., D. Pickering and H.T. Green.

Information has been received that the returns were under a woodpile,
instead of having been sent to John Calhoun by a messenger from Platte county,
Missouri as testified to under oath, on the 29th of January by General L.A.
Maclean, Chief Clerk of the Surveyor-General's office. The board applied to
I. Miller, Judge of the Probate, who instructed Sheriff Walker to obtain the
people's assistance and search for said returns.

Having obtained the assistance of George Roberts, Lewis H. Tappan, Levi
Galts, A. Gunther, L. Hanscourt, J.R. White, D.B. Hones, R. Hutchins, I.
Shepherd, S. Jerrold, H.J. King, J.F. Walker, J.B. Haines and C.H. Webster,
they proceeded from Lawrence to Lecompton where they arrived at 12 o'clock
midnight, and procured this box and contents as above stated.

This added infamy to the Lecompton convention and affixed to its pres-
ident the name of "Candle Box Calhoun". When the people voted on the con-
stitution in August 1858, there were 1,788 for and 11,300 against it."
