CONTINUED GROWTH OF THE LIBRARY IS
seen from the following figures collected over a ten year
period. During the years 1954-1964 book loans increased by
L40%. The number of borrowers rose from 6,612 in 1954
to 14,541 in 1964, To meet this Browing use, our book
stock increased from 14,394 to 55,642. From the above
figures, it is evident that our book facilities increased more
slowly than their use. This represents a lack of sufficient
funds to meet the Browing needs of the town as well as a
Eross inadequacy of building facilities to S€rve a population

which has more than doubled since 1940
