There has been a gain of 3778 volumes over the circulation of last year, 712 volumes
of this gain being in the young peoples department.

There were 5140 miscellaneous books used as reference in the reading room, a gain
of 208 over last year. This record is kept to show the amount of reference work donein
the library. If it were not necessary to hold a certain class of miscellany for use in thes
reading rooms our statistics of miscellany circulated would be more than doubled.

There have been 502 volumes rebound and 184 volumes of periodicals bound, 8
total of 686 volumes, 23 less than last year.

No record is kept of books repaired, but the average is not less than 75 a month.

Application cards on file now number 2698, an addition of 995 during the year.
