1. A photocopy of the student’s Baptismal Certificate.

2. Photocopies of the final report cards for grades 4 and 5,
including teacher comments.

3. Photocopies of the results of standardized tests (lowa’s, Terra Nova’s , etc.)
that have been taken in all grades.

4. Photocopies of the results of the New York State test scores:
4™ Grade Math and 4™ Grade ELA.

5. A HANDWRITTEN Iletter by the student stating his/her reasons for wishing to
attend the school. The letter should also include any activities the student
participates in and any changes the student anticipates having to make if he or she
enters the school. Students are also welcome to recount any past experiences they
wish to share. The letter must include the student’s name, address and phone
number.

6. Print a copy of the Latin School Admissions Information Form to be completed
and mailed with the above documentation.

** Applications will be accepted beginning October 1, 2012,
and must be received by December 6, 2012.

The decision of the Admissions Committee is final.
