Advent Smatterings

Welcome to Advent! | know that, walking into the church, you noticed the Advent Wreath
in the sanctuary. We are now beginning our four-week journey to Christmas. You may
have heard me say before that Advent is the “Season of the Already — Not Yet.” By
that, | mean that Advent focuses on the two comings of Christ — his first coming at
Christmas and his second coming at the end of time. We actually begin with talking
about his second coming at the beginning of Advent and then his first coming as we
come closer to Christmas.

If you think about it, there are actually three comings of Christ. St. Bernard of Clairvaux
talks about this. The middle coming is Christ’s presence with us now, especially through
the Eucharist. St. Bernard writes, Because this coming lies between the other two, it is like a
road on which we travel from the first coming to the last. In the first, Christ was our
redemption; in the last, he will appear as our life; in this middle coming, he is our rest and
consolation.

If you keep the word of God in this way, it will also keep you. The Son with the Father will
come to you. The great Prophet who will build the new Jerusalem will come, the one who
makes all things new. This coming will fulfill what is written: As we have borne the likeness
of the earthly man, we shall also bear the likeness of the heavenly man. Just as Adam’s sin
spread through all mankind and took hold of all, so Christ, who created and redeemed all,
will glorify all, once he takes possession of all.

Sound system
