Performance Notes

Follow the Leader is an easy march. It should be played marcato at a tempo suitable for a march, yet within the abilities 
of a young band. 

The theme at m. 9 will give young players the opportunity to perform independent part playing. The theme has three 
entrances. Some players will begin the theme immediately, some will have one measure rest, and others will have two 
measures rest. All sections of the band, at some point in the music, will either lead with the theme or play the imitation. 
The contrasting section beginning at m. 25 consists of a descending scale imitated at one measure intervals. Beginning at 
m. 33, the percussion section performs the first theme and the imitation soli. Mallet instrument parts are cued in the winds. 
The range for wind instruments is Bb up to Ab. All eighth notes occur in pairs on the same pitch.

Percussion
Cymbal crashes should be performed on crash cymbals. A suspended cymbal crash does not have an equal effect.

Ode to Christmas is written to educate your Beginning Band during the holiday season and have some fun at the same 
time. Creatively using fragments of Ode to Joy, Jingle Bells and Good King Wenceslas, each of the performers gets a 
chance to be a part of the melodic line.

Pay particular attention to the articulation markings, as these are essential in balancing the group in order to highlight 
the melodic lines. Ending with a crack of the whip (slapstick), this piece is sure to entertain your students as well as your 
audience in any holiday concert.

Performance Notes

Aunt Rhodie’s Diet is a sequel to Aunt Rhodie’s Appetite. Both arrangements are novel settings in which a beginning 
band or orchestra can perform the standard folk songs found in the first few pages of most band or orchestra methods. 
Because they are so easy, these arrangements by themselves would not make much of a concert, even for a beginning 
group. But when used as incidental music to the story, the songs become sufficiently interesting to the audience, without 
taxing the capabilities of students who have been playing for about ten to twelve weeks.

For bands, snare drum and bass drum are the only percussion needed. Other percussion instruments are completely 
optional. String ensembles may exclude all percussion. The play does call for a sound effect for a watch being wound 
(ratchet) and for the sound of Westminster Chimes (bells or piano).

Aunt Rhodie’s Appetite tells the story of Aunt Rhodie’s plan to cook the Old Gray Goose for her holiday dinner. Aunt 
Rhodie’s Diet is a story about eating too many hot cross buns.

Since the play uses only seven actors, it can be performed on stage in front of the band or orchestra. More elaborate 
settings are possible, of course. Teaching the play can be handled by the band director or by another teacher. Parent 
helpers are also an option. The actors can be band members or not. Adults can also be used as actors. Costumes can 
be as simple or elaborate as wanted.

For directors who may not want to present the stage play, Aunt Rhodie’s Diet includes a version in which the story is told 
by a narrator alone.

Aunt Rhodie’s Appetite has been found to be a wonderfully effective December concert piece by many elementary 
school band directors in and around the composer’s school district. Aunt Rhodie’s Diet is just as simple as the original 
and equally entertaining.

Thank you for choosing this composition. I hope you and your students enjoy performing it.

Performance Notes

Supremacy is an engaging work for the beginning concert band. The piece provides many important teaching opportu-
nities to reinforce rhythm, counting, and dynamics in the students’ development. The rhythms in the wind parts are limited 
to quarter, half and whole notes. The music incorporates basic dissonance and resolution into the fabric of the piece. 
Oftentimes we back off from dissonance, but in this instance, the dissonance should be embraced and emphasized for 
a maximum musical effect.

This dissonance and resolution begins the piece in a bold statement. Overexaggerate the dynamics for the best effect. 
The main melodic idea appears at m.11 in the trumpets, horns and saxophones. Please reinforce performing quarter 
notes to their full value to avoid a choppy, unmusical sound. Counting is essential here, since there are many quarter 
rests that provide musical silence amidst the melody. Some development follows at m. 19 with the melody taking on 
some additional harmony. This leads seamlessly into a dialog with the percussion and winds at m. 27. The main melody 
now becomes an accompanying figure at m. 35 with the low voices providing the melody. Some rhythmic and dynamic 
build up ensues at m. 47 that returns us to a final large presentation of the melody at m. 53. This time, the rhythms have 
developed into longer values for a smoother, broader sound. The opening dissonance-and-resolution idea returns at m. 
61 and provides the final energy towards a resounding ending.  

About the Composer

Performance Notes

Valor March is a tuneful march in standard form, but written for very young players. It still has the standard three-part form 
with a modulation to the subdominant at the trio, but the most difficult rhythm in the winds is quarter notes. Additionally, 
the ranges are kept very limited, and all low brass and low woodwinds cover the bass part. This should give you ample 
opportunity to concentrate on march style and articulations. Notes should be performed separated with accented 
notes receiving much weight and length. There should be a big differentiation between staccato and accented notes. 
Marches are an important part of the heritage of the band. Even the youngest of students should experience these types 
of compositions and learn early on in their study how to play this important style.

It has been my pleasure to have the opportunity to write this piece. I hope you and your students enjoy it and find it use-
ful for your program.

Performance Notes

Triumphant Trumpeteers is, as the title indicates, a trumpet-section feature. It may be performed by the entire trumpet 
section or with three trumpet soloists. The character of the music is that of a regal, march-like processional.

Instructions
1. Be certain the horn and tenor saxophone know the notes in the chromatic passage at mm. 13–16.
2. A timpani solo occurs at mm. 28 and 30. If timpani are not available, the solo is cued in the snare drum.
3. The eighth note scale passage in the bass line at m. 32 must be played cleanly. Eliminate any doubling which interferes 
with an effective execution.
4. Tempo changes (mm. 48, 63–64, 65, 77) are essential to the correct performance of the music. The Subito Presto at m. 
65 is particularly important.
5. In cases where trumpets have optional notes, the higher notes are always preferable.

Performance Notes

Zenobia the Warrior Queen is a concert piece young bands.The title refers to an actual historic figure who battled against 
the Romans in the third century. The music should convey an atmosphere of antiquity. It should also be bold and aggres-
sive. The middle, contrasting section should be played legato without losing the persistent rhythmic drive. Wind players 
use only the diatonic notes from Bb up to Ab.

Instructions
The following may be new to young players:
1. The echoing figure which first appears at mm. 9–10. The two echoing figures are separated only by an eighth rest.
2. Slurring eighth notes in groups of two.
3. Eighth notes grouped in a 3+3+2 pattern appear through out the piece, the first time at m. 21.
4. Students who enjoy surfing the internet may want to research Zenobia the Warrior Queen.

Percussion
1. If a tenor drum is not available, use the largest drum available with snares off. Experiment with head tension to achieve 
a deeper tone than a standard snare with snares off.
2. Finger cymbals (antique cymbals) are more in keeping with the character of this piece than a triangle.
3. Cymbal crashes should be performed on crash cymbals. A suspended cymbal crash does not have an equal effect.

Performance Notes

The music reflects the rich tradition of tribal music from centuries ago. It depicts the challenges of the early settlers and 
the perils that lied along the frontier. Percussion is an integral part of this musical tradition and is featured extensively in 
this piece. 

The slow opening motive becomes the main melodic idea throughout. The percussion set up the rhythmic groove at m.10 
which provides a dramatic backdrop to the low voices on the melody. Please play the quarter notes to full value to avoid 
a choppy sound. The upper winds provide some rhythmic pops at m. 22. Be sure to count properly because they often 
occur at beat 2 of the measure. The upper winds get their opportunity on the melody at m. 27. There is an optional open 
percussion solo from mm. 41–44. Have some fun with your ensemble here. Feel free to experiment with different instru-
ments and rhythms. The clapping in the wind players serves as an accompaniment to the percussion. A softer interlude 
follows in the winds at m. 49. Use a warm, rich sound here to contrast with the more aggressive rhythmic playing from 
before. An extended build up section at m. 62 brings us into a final presentation of the melody at m. 78. Overexaggerate 
the dynamics for an optimal musical effect and drive the music towards the resolute ending.

About the Composer

Performance Notes

For wind sounds, players will need to make sure their lips do not buzz into brass mouthpieces or become firm around 
woodwind mouthpieces, as unintentional sounds will occur. I tell players to make a loose “O” with the lips around the 
mouthpiece to avoid extraneous sounds. Be sure to perform the crescendos and decrescendos and to teach students to 
stagger breathe to help the authenticity of the wind effect. The whistles by flute, flute head joint, ocarina, recorder, etc., 
should only be performed by one or two players while the others blow air through their instruments. The roll with brushes 
in the snare part can be created by moving both brushes in a circular motion on the head. The wind chimes or mark 
tree should be played fingers using a motion similar to typing to simulate wind blowing through the instrument. Students 
love experimenting and will usually create quite an authentic flight! To add interest, be sure to vary the style between the 
bravura and lyrical sections. 

About the Composer

Kevin Mixon teaches instrumental music at Blodgett K-8 School, Syracuse City Schools, New York. He regularly presents 
clinics internationally including The International Society for Music Education Convention, The Midwest International 
Band and Orchestra Clinic, Music Educators National Conference events, and state and regional music conferences.

For a proper performance be certain 
that the eighth-note rhythms are articulated, long-short (“rib-bit”). Keep a steady tempo throughout with attention to the 
dynamic contrasts. The spoken frog sound, “rib-bit,” should not be shouted but understated, as in the background. At m. 
61 work for an even rhythmic exchange between the upper and lower voices.

Performance Notes

The piece Phantom Echo plays on the idea of an echo. It contains many echo-type effects and lots of interplay between 
the upper and lower voices of the band. The piece should be mysterious throughout. It is important that it not be taken 
too fast to start or rushed, as sometimes happens when students play shorter notes. Save the tempo change for the acce-
lerando near the end of the piece. Much of the piece should be subtle and soft, except for a few instances where there 
is a sudden forte note on beat 4. Exaggerate the echo effects through the piece.

It has been my pleasure to have the opportunity to write this piece. I hope you and your students enjoy it and find it use-
ful for your program.

Performance Notes

Graceful woodwind runs, a flowing low brass and woodwind melody, all over a pedal point, set an elegant tone in the 
introduction for The Cliffs Of Mendocino. This leads into a triumphant, staccato trumpet and saxophone theme at m. 9. 
Emphasize precise articulation and note the accents in mm. 4 and 7 of the A-melody (mm. 12 and 15; mm. 28 and 31). 
The phrase of running eighth notes with the accent on beat 1 and the “&” of beat 2 recurs throughout and should be 
addressed in rehearsal. Woodwinds offer a change and take over with the legato B-melody at m. 17. The punctuated A-
melody returns in m. 25 and leads into a legato, low-brass feature in the C-melody at m. 35.

Modulating up a step to the key of F, the energy is heightened and lifts the piece in the return of the heroic A-melody. 
Repeating the phrases with the accented beat 1 and the “&” of beat 2 with different harmonies, the intensity builds with 
ensemble phrases and finishes with a punctuated final note.

About the Composer

Alan Lee Silva is a composer, arranger, and orchestrator whose credits include the feature films Cinderella 3 and Enough, 
and television’s 7th Heaven, Brothers and Sisters, and Soul Collector. He scored the independent films Animated American, 
Full Moon Fables and Eli’s Coming and has written songs, arrangements, and background music for theme parks all over 
the world, including Tokyo Disney Sea, Universal Studios Japan, and Sea World’s Aquatica.
