Song of India is one of Kimsky-Korsakov's most famous melodies. Phrasing is of great importance, and here is an
opportunity to work with students on expressive phrasing. The fempo can be stretched at times using rubafo. Dynamic
changes and ensemble balance are always important for a good performance.
