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Program notes

Featuring the trumpet section, this delightful work by Robert W. Smith is
a study in time for the developing band. The band is presented with mul-
tiple time signatures, fermata and tempi giving the opportunity to study
musical time from difference perspectives. Listen for the clock during the
introduction as it establishes the time in Time For Trumpets!

Note To Conductor

The full trumpet section is featured throughout. | suggest they stand or
be repositioned in front of the band.

The opening tempo is marked at 112 beats per minute. [f the proficiency
of the band allows, feel free to increase to 120 beats per minute. Please
insure the percussion wood blocks are prominently positioned to establish
the clock effect for the band and audience.

The counter-melodic line at m. 13 should be balanced for presence with
the trumpets. The trumpet accents at m. 21 should be "bell tone-like" if
articulative skills allow. Please note the subito dynamic effect that follows
in m. 23.

The waltz section at m. 29 allows for a bit of visual creativity for the trum-
pets. You may wish to ask them to create an "oom-pah-pah" visual effect
with every other trumpet player ducking on beat 1 and the neighboring
players duck on beats 2 and 3. The soloists can step out of the line or
draw attention in some other fashion as they play the three note solo. |
suggest giving the solos to different players for education and perform-
ance effect.

The final tempo at m. 49 should be faster than the intro, yet leave ample
room for the final tempo effect at m. 56. M. 56 should be as fast as pos-
sible but no faster!
