Rehearsal and Performance Suggestions

It will be beneficial to rehearse this piece in sections, starting with
measures 1-9 and m. 50-end. These passages are marked forte
and include humerous accents. M. 26-33 and 42-48 are quite the
opposite, and playing lyrically at a soft dynamic level should be
stressed. M. 10-25 and 34-41 are marked "Boldy," but there are no
accents. Note the Ritard at m. 48-49 followed by "a tempo" at m.
50. The Ritard starting at m. 63 should continue to the end.

students and your audiences find it to be both enjoyable and musi-
cally-rewarding.

About the Composer

Paul Clark retired after teaching instrumental
music in lowa public schools for 32 years. He
holds a B.A. in music education from the
University of Northern lowa, where he gained
valuable experience in that school's distin-
guished jazz program. He is a member of
ASCAP, and is in frequent demand as an
adjudicator and clinician.

Paul has been an active composer/arranger
with the C.L. Barnhouse Co. for four decades.
Since his first published chart in 1973, his
music has been popular with directors and students alike, and many of
his charts are consistent best sellers with school jazz bands at all levels
of experience.

As a performer on both piano and trumpet, Paul has appeared with
Buddy Rich, Steve Allen, Bob Hope, John Davidson, and many others.
He has also performed with numerous musical productions, and has
arranged music for literally hundreds of music organizations, including
the Louisville Symphony and the Texas Tenors.

In 2011, Paul was inducted into the Jazz Educators Of lowa Hall Of
Fame.
