19,
contrast the opening style with a flowing and melodic feel, with four-measure
phrases. Flutes may be doubled on the oboe part throughout if needed. M.
49 begins a four-measure crescendo leading into m. 53, and a return to the
beginning style.

Mr. Romeyn also served as staff arranger at James
Madison University. He'was the director of the St. Petersburg Community Band
in St. Petersburg, Florida from 1994-2013.
