Skill Stretchers For Band Ilis not a warmup and is not a means to teach balance and blend. It is a set of exercises designed to work spegific
skills unique to each instrument of the band all at once! Clarinet pop-ups and high notes, clarinet right-handed C, clarinet right-hand down
and left-handed C, low notes in the saxophones, high notes in the flute, woodwind chromatic fingerings, lip slurs in the brass, percussion
rudiments: these are skills that require daily practice to master. Now these skills can be practiced as a group, taking very little rehearsal time!

A follow-up to Skill Stretchers For Band published at the beginning band level, Skill Stretchers For Band Il is a supplement to any method
book providing a quick and efficient means of group practice with techniques that are unique to each instrument in.the band. In additional
to instrument-specific techniques, key signatures for.B, B>, F. A, and C are all addressed in these four daily exercises that take only minutes
a day.

Please note the following:
 |tis helpful for students to have a fingering chart open for reference as you are introducing these exercises.
e Skill Stretchers For Band Il should be introduced after the B-flat concert scale is firmly in the band’s grasp.
o Skill Stretchers are-meant to be introduced one at a time and practiced daily until mastery is achieved.
« Afair amount of teaching will be required at the introduction of each exercise. Once the students understand, practicing these
in class every day will help these skills become a solid part of their vocabulary.
