Internationally known composer and conductor, Kirt Mosier was director of orchestras
at Lee's Summit West High School in Lee’s Summit, Missouri. He also taught orchestration
and arranging as an adjunct professor at University of Missouri-Kansas City Conservatory of
Music in Kansas City, MO. Mr. Mosier has many published orchestral works and has twice
won national composition awards.

From 1990 to present, Kirt Mosier has conducted numerous orchestras including all-state
orchestras and has served as keynote speaker throughout the United States and abroad.

High School Honors Orchestra at Carnegie Hall in 2016. In 2017, he traveled through-
out the United States, including two trips to Carmegie Hall, and had two world premiere performances at the Midwest Clinic
