This piece wonderfully blends energy and mystery into a perfect selection for young groups. Dynamic
contrast plays an important part in achieving these elements. The energy of the passages with full
dynamic levels will be intensified by steadiness of fempo. In a similar way, the mysterious character of
the quieter passages will be enhanced by maintaining that same steadiness of tempo. The tendency is
to slow down when playing softer passages, therefore an emphasis on maintaining tfempo will have a
big impact on the quality of the performance. It may be helpful to work through passages at various
dynamic levels with a focus on steady tempo. This will help the group gain control of playing at various
dynamic levels while maintaining fempo.

The rests are another important musical element in this piece. Encouraging players to listen for clean
releases will add rhythmic energy and clarity. Having each section play a passage while others listen
for accurate releases will also help to heighten awareness.

A clear understanding of the articulations is vital to a great performance of this piece. Warming up on
scales with accents used in various ways will help gain confidence and skill. Then have players listen
carefully to create precision with the accents will create a higher level of excitement in both the fuller
and softer passages. Lastly, the pizzicato and fremolo passages will have their own impaoct on creating
some of the mysterious quality in this music. Having everyone play tremolos on unison notes together,
while using the upper half of the bow, will be time well spent. Have players discover the impact of using
the tip of the bow when playing tremolo passages, especially at soft levels.
