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Performance Notes

The “Kolomoki Mounds” is one of the largest and earliest Woodland Period earthwork
mound complexes in the Southeastern United States and the largest in Georgia. These
mounds were constructed between 350-600 A.D. The eight mounds include a Great
Temple Mound, a ceremonial mound, several burial mounds and a large plaza in the
center where some 1,500 residents lived in a large village of thatched houses.

Kolomoki celebrates the Swift Creek and Weeden Island Indian cultures. Using the first
six notes for young band, the piece begins with a rhythmic statement from the brass
and percussion. A simple melody is introduced by the woodwinds and later found in
the trumpet part. The middle section features smaller sections. The piece ends with
restatement of the main theme with a woodwind counter melody. This piece is designed
to make your beginners sound great.

About the Composer

Mr. Carter is a 1982 graduate of Valdosta High School in Valdosta, Georgia. He earned
his Bachelor of Music degree from Valdosta State University in 1986. Mr. Carter is the
current Director of Bands and Choirs at Ware County Middle School. He also serves as
Assistant Director and Visual Coordinator with the Ware County High School “Golden
Gator” Marching Band. Alan has been directing beginning, middle school and high school
bands and choirs for the last 31 years in Georgia. During that time, his bands and choirs
have received superior ratings in State contests and festivals. Mr. Carter was recently
selected as the 2014-2015 “Teacher of the Year” for Ware County Middle School.

Prior to coming to Ware County, Mr. Carter spent 26 years in Brooks County where he
was the Director of Bands at Brooks County Middle 'School and also worked with the
Brooks County Marching Trojan Regiment where he was the Assistant Director and the
Visual and Auxiliary Coordinator. In 2006, Mr. Carter was chosen as “Teacher of the Year”
for Brooks County Middle School.

He has served as guest clinician throughout the southeast and has served on judging
panels at various musical venues. Mr. Carter has also done musical arranging for
marching bands, concert bands and church choirs as well as solo and ensemble music
for church. He is now composing literature for concert bands.

Association for Music Educators”, “Professional Association of Georgia Educators”, “Tau
Beta Sigma”, “American College of Student Musicians”, and the “America College of
Piano Teachers.”
