About the Piece

Moonstone is the composer's favorite gemstone. Though not very bright, it has a unique,
elegant sparkle. This composition reflects that understated beauty. The main melody in
Moonstone has long, but lyrical phrasing with an enjoyable conversation between the
higher and lower instruments. Although the time signature is in l,: the music should
feel as if it is in cut-time to avoid sounding too square. The phrasing is always floating
through the air in a legato style. However, the eighth-note detaché should be executed
mechanically, but in a mysterious mood.

About the Composer

Yukiko Nishimura, Composer/Pianist, was born in Japan. She graduated from Tokyo
National University of Arts in 1990. In 1991, she began private study with Dr. Alfred
Reed at the University of Miamiand in 1993 she continued her studies with Dr. Richard
Danielpour at Manhattan School of Music. Among her honors, are the nomination for
the 8th Hollywood Music in Media Awards, the special mention at the 15th and 26th
International Competition for Original Composition for band in Corciano, Italy and the
6th Aoyama Award.

In 2014, she collaborated
with Noh play, which is Japanese traditional theater work, as'a composerand a pianist.

In 2017, her piano work was performed by America’s famous pianist Sara Davis Buechner
at Carnegie Hall's Weill Recital Hall.

Her work was nominated in the category of
Contemporary Classical for “The 9th Hollywood Music in Media Award 2018.”
