Mission Statement: Pilgrim Lutheran Church is to 
glorify God in proclaiming the saving Gospel of 
Jesus Christ with Word and deed in our midst, in 

our community, and throughout the world. 

What is the will of God? 
Dear Members and Friends of Pilgrim Lutheran Church, 
 As we live our lives as Christian sinner-saints, our redeemed natures want us to be 
obedient children of God—obedient both actively and passively. Actively we want not to do the 
things God would have us not do but instead to do the things God would have us do (think of 
believing in Jesus and keeping the Ten Commandments). Passively we want to submit to the 
things to which God would have us submit and endure, not complaining about or fighting against 
them. Those general desires are easy enough to identify, but how do they apply in our particular 
lives, families, jobs, and church? What is the will of God regarding those particulars? 
 In the Third Petition of the Lord’s Prayer, we have been taught to pray to God, “Thy will 
be done on earth as it is in heaven” (Matthew 6:10). In explaining that Third Petition, The Rev. 
Dr. Martin Luther’s Small Catechism, one of the confessional writings of the Lutheran Church 
and one of the bases for most Lutheran Christians’ instruction in the faith, asks, “How is God’s 
will done?” And, the Catechism answers, as we all do well to know by heart, “God’s will is done 
when He breaks and hinders every evil plan and purpose of the devil, the world, and our sinful 
nature, which do not want us to hallow God’s name or let His kingdom come; and when He 
strengthens and keeps us firm in His Word and faith until we die. This is His good and gracious 
will.” (Small Catechism III.) 
 So much for the general will of God, but the question still remains, what is the will of 
God for our particular lives, families, jobs, and church? Do we know His will regarding those 
particulars? And, if so, how do we know? The Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod’s 1991 
Explanation of the Small Catechism added a relevant point to its 1943 treatment of how we 
should pray: “according to God’s revealed will” (Question #203), and there the word “revealed” 
is important! God’s Word reveals things about God’s will (in fact, the Small Catechism answer 
about the doing of God’s will is drawn from the whole of the Bible). For its point about praying 
according to God’s revealed will, the 1991 Synodical Explanation adduces as a “proof text” 
Luke 11:13, which reveals God’s specific will to give the Holy Spirit to those who ask Him. 
And, we may extrapolate that passage to say that God reveals His will regarding spiritual 
blessings but not His will regarding physical or material blessings. 
 In our particular lives, God has revealed His general will to keep us firm in His Word and 
faith until we die. That will of God to save us from our sins by grace through faith in Jesus Christ 
is more important than anything else. And, we as individuals can frustrate that resistible will, as 
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did many of the people of Jerusalem who refused to be gathered to Jesus (Matthew 23:37; Luke 
13:34). Is it God’s will that we individually be healed of and recover from a particular illness or 
affliction here and now? Ultimately, we do not know, as His Word does not reveal anything so 
specific about us as individuals. But, we still should and can pray for such healing and recovery, 
praying for such things to happen only if they are God’s will (1 John 5:14). And, we look for the 
ultimate healing and recovery that comes with the resurrection of the dead and the life of the 
world to come. 
 Does God will that each of us as an individual marry and have children? Again, 
ultimately we do not know, as His Word does not reveal anything so specific about us as 
individuals. We know in some general sense that God will make believers fruitful and multiply 
them in order to fill His Church and the new/restored earth, but whether or not He will do so 
through me or you individually remains unrevealed. Similarly, in a general sense, marriage is the 
appropriate state for satisfying sexual desires, but God also enables those without spouses to be 
content in the state where they find themselves (see 1 Corinthians 7, especially vv.1-5 and v.20). 
 What about our jobs or choices about whether and where we might pursue higher 
education? Does God have a will regarding what job we should take or whether or not one goes 
to college and to which university one should go? Again, God’s Word does not reveal anything 
so specific about us as individuals, but some choices we make may be more or less God-pleasing 
than others, especially as they may enable us to make better use of the gifts and abilities He has 
given us or expose us to instruction that might help strengthen and keep us firm in His Word and 
faith until we die. 
 Finally, does God reveal His will about our Pilgrim Lutheran Church in particular? 
Again, no, God’s Word does not reveal anything so specific about our individual congregation. 
We do know His general will to use His purely preached Word and His rightly administered 
Sacraments in order to strengthen and keep us firm in the faith until we die, but whether or not 
such preaching of His Word and administering of His Sacraments will always be done in this 
particular place may be another matter: such is not revealed in God’s Word. So, too, how long 
any particular pastor might serve the congregation is not revealed to either pastor or people, 
though God’s general promise to provide under-shepherds for His flock is sure and certain. Does 
God will that we add onto our building at the corner of Florey and Broadway? And, if so, how 
much of an addition and what should it include? His will on such matters is not revealed to us in 
His Word, but we pray for His guidance and direction and decide and act on such matters using 
the sanctified judgment He gives us, trusting Him to provide the necessary human and financial 
resources to sustain the congregation into the future as He sees fit. 
 In short, we can frustrate God’s resistible, revealed will to save us, and, in physical and 
material matters where God’s particular will is not revealed, we can make choices that may be 
more or less God-pleasing than others. But, in general, in those areas, we cannot make decisions 
so bad that God cannot work through them some sort of good outcome. As long as the choices 
we make in the physical and material matters do not frustrate God’s will to save us, then He 
works all things together for the good of conforming those who love Him to the cruciform image 
of His Son, that He might be the Firstborn of many brothers and sisters (Romans 8:28-29). We 
live now in the forgiveness of sins, forgiveness even for bad decisions related to His unrevealed 
will, and, in the end, when the irresistible will of God brings us all before His throne of 
judgment, we who believe will live as we know He wills us to live, in His eternal presence.

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Pilgrim bids Ross Land Farewell and Godspeed to the Army 

In the Divine Service January 5th, Pilgrim bid Farewell and 
Godspeed to Ross Land as he prepared to leave for service in 
the U.S. Army. Following the service, Pilgrim’s LWML 
Society hosted a reception for Ross in the Parish Hall. After 
several weeks of waiting for enough soldiers to arrive at Fort 
Benning in Georgia, Ross finally began basic training just 
before the end of January. He told his parents that getting up 
at 4:00 in the morning is not so hard! 
 Pilgrim’s other member currently in the U.S. Armed 
Forces, George C. Heil, finished his basic training in 
December and is now in Navy school in Charleston, South 
Carolina. George reports that school is very difficult, that it is 
a very trying time for him right now, and that he appreciates 
our prayers. 

Acolytes once again are assisting in services at Pilgrim 
Considerable time may have passed since pre-teens or teens assisted in worship services at 
Pilgrim, but, starting this month, acolytes once again are assisting in services at Pilgrim. The 
move follows prayerful discussion and consideration by the Board of Elders over a period of 
months and other preparation in the months since. All may not have the same understanding 
about such acolytes’ background, who serves as acolytes, or what they do, so we wanted at least 
to try to get everyone on the same page. 
 The English word “acolyte” comes from the Greek word akoloutheo, meaning to follow 
one who precedes and to join one as an attendant or disciple, etc. The Greek verb is used in such 
passages as the recent Gospel Reading for The Third Sunday after the Epiphany, Matthew 
4:12-25, where Simon and Andrew, James and John, and great crowds all “follow” Jesus (vv.20, 
22, and 25). In processions, acolytes bearing torches typically followed the crucifer carrying the 
cross and attended to various duties assisting the presiding minister. Not specifically biblical in 
origin (though some claim Samuel was the first acolyte [see 1 Samuel 1-3]), over time such 
acolytes became a “minor order” in a widely-used system of grades of the ministry, and one’s 
serving in such progressive grades of the ministry was necessary for one to become a pastor. Still 
today a young man’s serving as an acolyte often offers him his first closer view of the Office of 
the Holy Ministry and what all goes on in the chancel on the other side of the altar rail and in the 
vestry or sacristy. My serving in this way certainly nurtured my desire to become a pastor. 
 Since acolytes used to be a grade of the ministry and still today are so closely associated 
with the Office of the Holy Ministry, congregations do well to limit acolytes to boys or men. 
Different congregations that some of us have belonged to or know of may have a different 
practice in this regard (namely, their including girls or women as acolytes), but such practice can 
lead to confusion about whom God ordains to serve in the Office of the Holy Ministry. Lutheran 
congregations faithful to Holy Scripture and their Lutheran Confessions will not be the

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instruments for the ordination of women and so do well not to confuse the matter of who serves 
in the public ministry of Christ’s Church. 
 Of course, the real “service” in the Divine Service is God’s serving us who believe in 
Jesus Christ, through His Word and Sacraments, with the forgiveness of sins, life, and salvation. 
The ones sitting in the pews and kneeling at the altar rail are, in that sense, greater than the ones 
serving the table (Luke 22:27). Though excluded from the Office of the Holy Ministry and its 
associated roles (along with ineligible men), women are not excluded from all service in the 
Church. Anyone who spends any time around our congregation knows the number of things that 
happen here, including the Divine Service, that would not happen or happen as smoothly without 
the leadership and support of capable and devoted women of all ages, often working thanklessly 
behind the scenes. 
 We may think of acolytes chiefly as light-bearers (“lucifers”), but they can do more than 
kindle and extinguish candles. Though initially their duties at Pilgrim may be limited to the 
candles, over time we may also have them participate in processions (potentially being a 
“crucifer”, if we receive a processional cross) and assist with handling the Gospels (being a 
“bookbearer”), offering plates, and communion vessels. The three acolytes initially rotating 
service monthly happen to have started youth catechesis this past month, but our acolytes need 
not be limited to those in such Confirmation classes, just as not all those in such classes will 
necessarily serve as acolytes. We opted to have the acolytes vest in a hooded server’s robe 
similar to the pastor’s alb worn in more-frequent Divine Services (and we thank those who 
donated the server’s robes), though such vestment will not strictly “match” the pastor’s cassock 
and surplice worn in the less-frequent Daily Offices, such as Matins and Vespers. Once ordinary 
clothing, what are special vestments now help maintain our connection with the church of New 
Testament times, remind those wearing them of their holy duties, and hide the person from those 
observing them, enabling them instead to see one who is assisting in the Divine Service.  
 God has blessed us with boys willing and able to serve as acolytes. We are open to 
everyone’s input as they serve, with the prayer that God will use them to His glory as He builds 
up His Kingdom in this place.

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February’s Sundays bring more Epiphany glimpses of glory 
 The Sundays in the month of February give us a festival of our Lord and continue the 
Epiphany season with three more glimpses of God’s glory emanating from the man Jesus. Across 
the Epiphany season as a whole, we realize that the Babe born in Bethlehem was and revealed 
Himself as God of God, Light of Light, Very God of Very God. 
 Originally an “epiphany” was a king or an emperor’s showing himself publicly as in an 
official visit or appearance. But, the word came to be used more specifically of God’s revealing 
Himself in the flesh of the man Jesus, and especially to non-Jews. Such revelations of God’s 
glory in the man Jesus grow the Church, and so the paraments for most of the Sundays in 
Epiphany (the cloths on the font, lectern, pulpit, and altar) are green, the color of growth, leaves, 
foliage, fruit, and life. 
 A Sunday with white paraments, on February 2nd we observe the Purification of Mary 
and the Presentation of Our Lord. Luke 2:22-38 narrates the event. (Luke 2:22-32 is the 
appointed Gospel Reading for the ancient festival, though our three-year series of readings gives 
the option of continuing the Reading to v.40; Luke 2:22-40 is also the 
appointed Gospel Reading for the First Sunday after Christmas in the 
second and third year of the three-year series). The festival itself dates 
back to at least the fourth century and is best understood in its original 
sense as a festival of our Lord, despite some religious traditions’ 
focusing more on Mary. The Virgin Mary, the Mother of our Lord, does 
get mentioned among us, of course, in such things as our appointed 
Hymn of the Day, “In His Temple Now Behold Him” (Lutheran Service 
Book 519, which, due to its unique tune, we have been practicing on 
Wednesday nights before Midweek Bible Study). We also use the occasion to sing the 
more-familiar hymn “To Your Temple, Lord, I Come”, LSB 981, which, though a part of our 
LSB resource, is not actually included in the pew-edition of the hymnal but is printed from the 
companion software, Lutheran Service Builder. 
 The following are the other Sundays in Epiphany this month and their Gospel Readings 
(appointed by Lutheran Service Book’s three-year lectionary series A, which largely uses the 
Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew). 

• Fifth Sunday (2/9): Jesus preaches about the greatest righteousness (Matthew 5:13-20) 
• Sixth Sunday (2/16): Jesus preaches about people’s reconciling (Matthew 5:21-37) 
• Seventh Sunday (2/23): Jesus preaches about love of our neighbors (Matthew 5:38-48) 

March 2 will be the last Sunday in Epiphany (Transfiguration Sunday), followed three days later 
by Ash Wednesday and so the start of Lent.

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On Saturday, March 1, 2014, all members and friends are invited and encouraged to hear The 
Rev. Roger Sonnenberg speak to East Texas pastors and laypeople gathered at Bethlehem 
Lutheran Church, Palestine, Texas, on the timely topic of “The Christian and Homosexuality in 
2014.” With almost daily developments in society’s regard for homosexuality, especially 
so-called “gay marriage”, the topic for the retreat could hardly be timelier. 
 The Bible clearly teaches that homosexuality is wrong, although many undermine the 
Bible’s teaching on that point in various ways. Furthermore, Christianity’s unchanging view is 
seen as intolerant in our modern time. What is a Christian to do? That question and more will be 
addressed at the retreat by Rev. Sonnenberg. His preliminary subtopics are purposeful design; 
biological vs. environmental (the Natural Law Argument); Biblical evidence; and help for 
struggling families and individuals. 
 The senior pastor at Our Savior Lutheran Church in Arcadia, 
California, since 2000, Rev. Sonnenberg also is a part time professor 
in the graduate marriage and family program at Concordia 
University at Seward, Nebraska. He lectures throughout the United 
States and has written studies, articles, and books on sexuality, 
marriage, and family relations. Rev. Sonnenberg’s Master of 
Divinity degree is from Concordia Seminary, St. Louis, Missouri, 
and he has a degree in psychotherapy from the American Institute of 
Family Relations in Los Angeles, California. 
 Although March 1, 2014, is the Saturday before Ash 
Wednesday and so in a busy time of the year, the Circuit #14 retreats 
are always informative and well worth the time and trip to Palestine. Registration is $20 per 
person and includes abundant refreshments and a delightful and hearty lunch. Advance 
registration by Saturday, February 22, is preferred to give those preparing the food (the 
Bethlehem LWML) the best possible idea of how many will attend, but registrations will also be 
taken at the door, beginning at 8:30 a.m. The retreat itself runs from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.

You, too, can use the Daily Lectionary 
For more than one year, our congregation’s newsletter has been printing a 
portion of the Daily Lectionary from our former hymnal, Lutheran Worship. 
The intent is that every day everyone would read the passages appointed for 
that day and so not only be in God’s Word on a daily basis but also be in the 
same place in that Word as his or her brothers and sisters in Christ and so be 
able with them to discuss the readings, to share insights and reactions, and to 
ask questions and to have them answered. However, some basic questions 
about the Daily Lectionary itself may be holding some of you back. 
 First, what is a Daily Lectionary? The Oxford English Dictionary defines 
“lectionary” thus: “A book containing ‘lessons’ or portions of Scripture 
appointed to be read at divine service; also, the list of passages appointed to 
be so read.” The word “lectionary” comes from the word “lection”, which in 
the 16th century came to have the meaning “reading” or “liturgical lesson”. 
The English word comes from the Latin word lectio, lectionis, which means a 
picking out or a reading. That Latin noun comes from the Latin verb lego, 
legere, legi, lectum, which literally means to collect, gather together, or pick. 
The verb also has a transferred sense in which it means to pass through, to 
survey as in reading, or to choose, select, or pick out. So the sense comes 
together of a book with appointed readings or a list thereof. In our case, the 
Daily Lectionary lists Bible readings for you to use in your personal devotion 
or study each day of the year. 
 Second, how does one use a Daily Lectionary? There is no one right 
answer. For example, how you proceed will depend in part on how much time 
you want to spend, but you might follow something like the following 
procedure. Begin with the Invocation and prayer; read the background we 
have previously provided, read the section of Scripture in its entirety, reflect 
and meditate on what you read, thank God in prayer for revealing His plan of 
salvation through His Son Jesus Christ in His Holy Word and ask Him to 
continue to bless you as you go about your day or rest and to help you grow in 
faith as you read His Word. Then, communicate to me any questions you 
might have about the reading for me to answer for you, such as at the 
beginning of our Sunday Adult Bible Class. Note that if you want your 
reading to be more devotional, you may want to use a Bible edition without 
notes or other references that might distract you too much from the reading. 
 Finally, how does the Daily Lectionary differ from the other lectionary our 
congregation uses? In worship services we generally follow Lutheran Service 
Book’s three-year lectionary, a series of readings appointed for use in services 

on the various days of the church calendar. (There are other series, such as LSB’s one-year 
lectionary, which more-closely resembles the historic one-year series that has roots that go back 
through the Reformation era at least to the end of the first millennium.) Our service lectionary 
even over its three years still does not make use of the whole Bible, however, as the LW Daily 
Lectionary does over its one year. (The LSB and other similar daily lectionaries also do not take 
their readers through the whole Bible as the LW Daily Lectionary we are using does.) 
  Let us so read God’s Word daily, confident that He so will bless us and our congregation!
