PFL NOTES
•	 The first full five-game slate of Pioneer Football League play debuts in Week 6 after the league opened conference play with four games in Week 

5. Butler, one of only six unbeaten FCS teams, opens its PFL slate when it hosts Morehead State. PFL defending champion Drake, which narrowly 
survived a scare from San Diego last week, travels to Valparaiso. Stetson and St. Thomas, who meet to open their respective PFL slates, should 
be well-rested for their league debuts after getting Week 5 off. Davidson hosts Marist in its second straight home game after a thrilling Sunday 
victory against Presbyterian. Meanwhile, Presbyterian will battle a short week after playing Sunday and a cross-country trip when it travels to 
San Diego. 

•	 Butler is one of six remaining unbeaten teams in the FCS entering Week 6. Mercer and Montana State lead the group at 5-0, with Butler and 
Delaware each 4-0. Ivy League members Brown and Dartmouth, who did not start their seasons until Week 4, are both 2-0 as they prepare to 
begin league action this week. 

•	 Behind the group of unbeatens, Davidson, Dayton, and Drake are among a group of 23 teams that have one loss in 2024. The NCAA lists 129 
FCS playing institutions. 

•	 Drake brings a 12-game PFL win streak into Saturday’s tilt at Valparaiso after narrowly defeating San Diego in Week 5 to keep the streak alive. 
The Bulldogs’ last conference loss was on Oct. 22, 2022, when they dropped a 48-14 decision to Davidson as part of a then-season-opening 
eight-game losing streak. Since snapping that streak, Drake is 13-5 overall. 

•	 Three Pioneer Football League student-athletes were among a record 203 semifinalists for the 2024 William V. Campbell Trophy®, college 
football’s premier scholar-athlete award, presented by the National Football Foundation & College Hall of Fame: Dayton redshirt senior center 
Dylan DeMaison, Marist graduate student and defensive lineman Gannon McCorkle, and Valparaiso senior defensive lineman Sam Hafner of 
Green Bay, Wisconsin. 

•	 Davidson senior defensive end Julian Rawlins was one of 22 student-athletes named to the 2024 Allstate AFCA Good Works Team, announced 
Sept. 17. 

•	 PFL teams claimed four wins against their scholarship FCS brethren. Butler (at Murray State), Dayton (vs. Saint Francis), Drake (at Eastern 
Washington), and San Diego (vs. Cal Poly) victories helped the league post its most wins against FCS nonconference teams since 2019. 

•	 The PFL’s coaches picked Drake to win the 2024 PFL title after winning the 2023 title, their seventh PFL championship and first since 2012. The 
Bulldogs received eight of the 11 first-place votes from the league’s coaches. St. Thomas was second in the preseason poll, followed by Butler 
and San Diego. 

•	 Drake defensive end Finn Claypool, the reigning PFL Defensive Player of the Year, was named to the Buck Buchanan Award Preseason Watch 
List presented by Stats Perform. He also was named to the Stats PerformPerform’sson All-America Team. 

•	 Davidson running back Mari Adams and Drake quarterback Luke Bailey were named to the 35-player Walter Payton Watch Award Watch List, 
also presented by Stats Perform.

VanVleet had five touchdown passes to lead Dayton past Marist 47-14 on Saturday. He finished the game com-
pleting 23-of-35 passes for 323 yards, and his five touchdown passes were the most by a Flyers quarterback 
since 2019. VanVleet’s 69-yard touchdown pass – his third of the first half – to Luke Brenner gave Dayton the 
lead for good late in the second quarter. He tacked on touchdowns in the third and fourth quarters to seal the 
win.  VanVleet completed passes to eight receivers and connected on touchdowns with four receivers. Wide 
receiver Jake Coleman had a 114-yard and two touchdowns on five receptions thanks to VanVleet.

Benza had 4.5 tackles for loss to lead a Morehead State defensive unit that held Valparaiso to 126 offensive 
yards (35 rushing) in the Eagles 17-5 victory.

Davidson senior defensive end Julian Rawlins was one of 22 student-atheltes named to the 2024 
Allstate AFCA Good Works Team, announced Sept. 17. As an intern with Mayor’s Youth Employ-
ment Program, he secured career internships for youth, earned a Job and Career Readiness Train-
ing certification and designed a healthy food app. He also served as a camp counselor at New 
Friendship Presbyterian Church, supervising and tutoring children. As a Chapter President of 
Uplifting Athletes in Charlotte, he leads fundraising for rare disease research and organizes local 
events, including attending the 2023 Leadership Development Conference.

DEFENDING PFL CHAMPION DRAKE PICKED TO REPEAT
Drake University, the defending Pioneer Football League champion, is picked to win the 2024 
championship, as selected in the league’s Preseason Coaches’ Poll, released Tuesday and voted 
upon by the league’s head coaches. 

Drake received eight of the 11 first-place votes from the league’s coaches and 98 of the maxi-
mum 100 points available, with coaches unable to vote for their own teams. St. Thomas, the 2022 
PFL Champion, followed Drake in the poll with 87 points, including one first-place vote. Davidson 
also received a first-place vote and totaled 81 points to finish third in the poll. Butler (72 points) 
and San Diego (67) were picked to finish fourth and fifth, with San Diego receiving a first-place 
vote. The pair rounded out a group of teams that are the clear frontrunners entering the season.

PFL SEES FOUR 2023 MAJOR AWARD WINNERS RETURN FOR 2024
For a second consecutive season, four of the PFL’s five major award winners from 2023 return for 
the 2024 season, led by Drake linebacker Finn Claypool, the reigning PFL Defensive Player of the 
Year. Teammate Shane Dunning, the reigning PFL Special Teams Player of the Year, joins him as a 
preseason honoree as a placekicker and punter. Stetson swept last season’s freshmen honors, 
and both student-athletes return, with linebacker Andrew Martin earning a Preseason All-PFL 
nod.

WEALTH OF EXPERIENCE RETURNS ACROSS THE PFL
An incredible 119 student-athletes recognized on the 2023 All-PFL Teams and honorable men-
tion lists return for the 2024 season, including 12 returning First Team All-PFL selections and 12 
returning Second Team All-PFL honorees. 

DRAKE’S CLAYPOOL A PRESEASON ALL-AMERICAN 
AND NAMED TO BUCK BUCHANAN AWARD WATCH LIST
Drake junior linebacker Finn Claypool was one of 35 athletes named to the preseason watch list 
for the 2023 Buck Buchanan Award, presented by FedEx Ground and given annually to the Na-
tional Defensive Player of the Year in Division I FCS college football. Claypool also was a Stats Per-
formance Preseason All-American after becoming the second student-athlete in league history 
to follow up a Freshman Defensive Player of the Year campaign by winning the league’s Defensive 
Player of the Year award the following year. Last season, he compiled a 55-tackle campaign that 
included 19.0 tackles for loss, 12.5 sacks, five forced fumbles, and two pass breakups.

BUTLER’S BUSHKA LANDS ON PAYTON AWARD WATCH LIST
The PFL saw two student-athletes – Davidson running back Mari Adams and Drake quarterback 
Luke Bailey – named to the 35-player preseason watch list for the 2024 Walter Payton Award, 
presented annually by Stats Perform to the national offensive player of the year in Division I FCS 
college football. As a sophomore, Adams led the PFL and finished fifth nationally with 15 rush-
ing touchdowns while ranking among conference leaders in rushing yards (1,019), yards per rush 
(6.21), and yards per game (92.6). Bailey was named Second Team All-PFL and Academic All-PFL 
after starting all 12 games under center last season. He threw for 2,557 yards on 212 completions 
with 16 touchdowns while leading Drake to the 2024 PFL title.
