Good News on HIV (3:58) 

December first was World Aids Day.  And this year, for the first time, there’s good news to report. 

The number of new infections is down.  The World Health Organization says new cases of HIV have decreased by about 17% in the past eight years.  Dr Laura Guay is vice president of research at the Elizabeth Glaser Pediatric Aids Foundation.  Peggy Wehmeyer asked her what’s caused these changes. 

South Africa Rape (9:16) 

Every 17 seconds, a woman is raped in South Africa. A recent study showed that one out of every four men in that country admitted to having raped a woman.  Dumisani Rebombo was a teenager in a small South African village when he raped a woman. According to Dumisani, the problem started when his father didn’t allow him to have the traditional circumcision.  The boys in the village taunted him for being unmanly. He tells his story to Peggy Wehmeyer.

Backpack Music (4:37)

In Mexico City, pirated CDs are sold everywhere.  Even on the subways.  Vendors there have found an innovative way to sell to captive audiences.  They convert their backpacks into boomboxes so riders can hear samples of the music they’re selling.  The World Vision Report’s  Grant Fuller rode the rails with a group of CD vendors and files this installment in our Street Vendor series. 

Right to Play (4:12)

A few days ago, Israel proposed a ten-month freeze on settlements in the West Bank.  But Palestinians say that’s not enough.  They want the freeze to include East Jerusalem as well.

And that’s led to yet another stalemate in the path towards peace in the Middle East.  More than 50 years ago, thousands of Palestinians fled their homes after the creation of the state of Israel.

Many of them headed to northern Lebanon where the UN set up the Beddawi refugee camp.  An astounding 43,000 people are still packed into that camp -- an area of less than one square mile. 

The situation has been called a forgotten crisis.  But one organization is working to improve life in the camp -- through child’s play.  Ken Shulman explains.
