NOTICE OF PETITION FOR WAIVER 
 

Take notice that on November 29, 2013, pursuant to Rule 202 of the 
Commission’s Rules of Practices and Procedure, 18 CFR 385.202 (2013), MarkWest 
Pipeline Company L.L.C. (MarkWest Pipeline) requested that the Commission grant a 
temporary waiver of the Interstate Commerce Act (ICA) Section 6 and Section 20 tariff 
filing and reporting requirements applicable to interstate common carrier pipelines with 
respect to its natural gas liquids (NGL) pipeline. 

 Any person desiring to intervene or to protest in this proceedings must file in 
accordance with Rules 211 and 214 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure 
(18 CFR 385.211 and 385.214) on or before 5:00 p.m. Eastern time on the specified 
comment date.  Protests will be considered by the Commission in determining the 
appropriate action to be taken, but will not serve to make protestants parties to the 
proceeding.  Anyone filing a motion to intervene or protest must serve a copy of that 
document on the Petitioner.   

 
 The Commission encourages electronic submission of protests and interventions in 
lieu of paper, using the FERC Online links at http://www.ferc.gov.  To facilitate 
electronic service, persons with Internet access who will eFile a document and/or be 
listed as a contact for an intervenor must create and validate an eRegistration account 
using the eRegistration link.
