DAY-01: WELCOME TO

CHRISTCHURCH.

Arrive at Christchurch International
Airport. Welcome to Christchurch! The
regions of Otautahi Christchurch and
Canterbury are set against the majestic
backdrops of both alps and ocean.

As tempting as it is to linger in
Arrowtown’s movie-set-like streets, lined
with trees and character-filled boutiques,
Lake Wakatipu and The Remarkables
await in Queenstown.

A
Milford Sound cruise across this dreamy
expanse will give you goosebumps, its
string of waterfalls creating a misty
curtain across sheer escarpments. Look
out for dolphins and fur seals — they’re a
common sight here. The road back
through Fiordland National Park is an
intoxicating union of beech forests,
alluvial flats, meadows and gin-clear
rivers, carving up the countryside en
route to Te Anau. And just when you
thought things couldn’t get any more
magical, nestled on the edge of the South
Island's largest lake, Te Anau is the
perfect place to savour some peace and
relaxation after the spectacle of the day.
