This 6” suspension system was developed using a 37 X 12.5 tire with aftermarket 20” wheels with 5 1/2” backspacing
and the 4” system was developed using a 35 X 12.50 tire with aftermarket 20” wheels with 5 1/2” backspacing.. This kit
will not work with wheels smaller than 20”. As with any tire and wheel combination it is recommended to trial fit the
tire / wheel to assure there are no clearance problems.

ANOTICE Please note, this lift kit is not recommended for AWD (All Wheel Drive) Models.

TRX models will achieve approximately 1" of additional lift. This lift is not recommended for use on the TRX
models due to possible CV shaft vibration caused by the additional lift. Instead, consider our 4" lift system for
about 5" of lift or replace the TRX struts with standard struts for use with this system.

Chock rear wheels of the vehicle and raise the front of the vehicle using a floor jack.
Support the vehicle with jack stands.

Remove wheel using 22mm socket.

Remove tie-rod end nut using 21mm as shown in Photo 1.

Strike with hammer to dislodge the tie rod from the knuckle. See Photo 2.

4.5” bolt, washers, and nylock nut (33430BAG6). Do not tighten. See Photo 12.

29. If installing 9424 coil springs, skip to next step. Install the round retainer washer from the top side of the upper
coil pocket.

If not removed previously, Cut zip tie for axle vent tube and install new zip tie and vent tube on lower part of frame.

. Reinstall the fender wells using 8mm socket.

. Install the wheels and tires.

. Raise the vehicle up and remove the jack stands, lower the vehicle onto the ground.

. Tighten the upper control arms installed in step 13 using a 24mm wrench.

. Check to make sure all fasteners are tight and install the wheels and tires and lower onto the ground.

POST INSTALLATION

Check all fasteners for proper torque. Check to ensure there is adequate clearance between all rotating, mobile,
fixed and heated members. Check steering for interference and proper working order. Test brake system.

Perform steering sweep. The distance between the tire sidewall and the brake hose must be checked closely. Cycle
the steering from full turn to full turn to check for clearance.

Re torque all fasteners after 500 miles. Visually inspect components and re torque fasteners during routine vehicle
service.

Readjust headlights to proper settings and take truck in for a front-end alignment to a qualified alignment
professional.
