1. Use a knife to carefully cut out the circles where the factory plastic trim is. See Photo 1. 
2. Remove the three lower bolts with a T40 torx on the underside of the plastic trim. Retain hardware for reuse. See 

Photo 2. 

3. Install the anchor plug halves using the supplied 3/8” hardware to the rock sliders as shown in Photo 3. 
4. Line the anchor plugs with the holes exposed by cutting the plastic circles. Line the rock sliders up with the lower bolt 

holes from Step 2.  
5. Secure the rock slider to the underside of the vehicle first by using the factory bolts using a T40 torx. Do not fully 

tighten at this time. See Photo 4. 

6. Push the rock slider into the vehicle as tight as possible and tighten the anchor plugs with a 9/16” socket. Fully tight-
en underside bolts with a T40 torx. See Photo 5. 

7. Repeat for other side.
