INSTALLATION INSTRUCTONS
Place the lower bushing stack onto the stim of the shock. NOTE: Flange lip washer on top. See Photo 1.

Install the shock in the upper mount, placing the upper bushing and cup washer onto the shock. Secure using the
supplied nylock nut. See Photo 2.
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Place the lower bushing stack on stim. Secure the shock into the frame mount.

Remove the band from the shock and install the shock onto the lower axle mount. Secure and tighten using the re-
tained OE hardware. See Photo 3.
Tighten the upper shock mount. See Photo 4.
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Install the shock onto the lower axle mount. Tighten upper hardware.

Place the clamp onto the shock and the remote reservoir. See Photo 5.
Secure the reservoir to the desired position. Make sure suspension travel will not interfere with the location of the
reservoir and tighten the clamp. See Photo 6.
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Install the clamp. Secure the reservoir.
