The Quick Lift is equipped 
			   with a reversal deck with Auto-Reverse technology that causes  
			   the lift to reverse direction if it encounters an obstruction as it lowers.

	 • 	Do not operate with plastic protective covers removed.

5.		  Tighten the Phillips screw (fig. 3)

Note: 	 The reversal deck design allows for 1/4" piece  
			   of melamine or wood to be inserted to match  
			   cabinetry finish.
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			D   o not install or service the CB Lift-050  
			   with the power cord connected.
1.		  On the inside opening of cabinet, locate and mark a vertical  
		  centerline on the mounting surface wall from top to bottom.  
		  Locate the center mark of the CB Lift-050 mounting board.

2.		  Align the centerline of the cabinet with the center mark of the  
		  CB Lift-050 mounting board (fig. 1).

3.		  Set the bottom of the mounting board flush or level with the  
		  inside bottom of the cabinet. If the cabinet is taller than 34",  
		  mount the Quick Lift near the top opening of the cabinet.

4.		  Install using 10 flat head wood screws and securely tighten.  
		  Mounting board must be securely fastened, allowing no gap  
		  between mounting board and cabinet’s rear wall.

Note:	 The top of the cabinet must be parallel to the top of the  
			   moving inner member.

Reversal Deck Assembly

1.		  Connect to power source and verify operation by 	
		  control box and remote control.

2.		  Put lift in the raised position.  
		  Warning: disconnect power after raising lift

3.		  Trim aluminum reversal decks so there is  
		  minimum of 1/4" clearance between ends of 		
		  deck and opening. (Opening width ÷ 2) - ¼" = 		
		  reversal deck length.

6.		  Insert (4) Phillips head machine screws through  
		  the slots of the reversal bracket and into the four  
		  threaded holes located near the bottom of the  
		  CB Lift-050 and securely fasten (fig. 4). 
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Coupler Connection
1.		  Connect the female coupler located on the reversal bracket  
		  to the male coupler of the wire (fig. 5).

2.		  Reconnect power and lower the lift.

Installation Instructions

Accuride’s Quick Lift is warranted against defects in  
workmanship or materials under normal use for four (4) 
years after date of purchase from an authorized Accuride 
distributor. This warranty does not extend to remote  
control devices that may be included with the Quick Lift. 
Remote control devices are warranted against defects in  
workmanship or materials for ninety (90) days from date  
of purchase. 

Accuride will repair or replace (as determined by Accuride  
or its authorized representative at its sole discretion)  
defective products at no charge to the original purchaser 
within the warranty period so long as the original purchaser 
returns the product, shipping prepaid, to Accuride or an  
authorized Accuride distributor. This represents Accuride’s 
sole warranty obligation to original purchasers of its  
products. 

This warranty is non-transferable. To the maximum extent 
permitted by applicable law, Accuride disclaims any other 
warranties, express or implied, including warranties of  
fitness for a particular purpose and warranties of  
merchantability. Accuride will not be liable for any  
damages whatsoever arising out of the use or inability  
to use the Quick Lift, even if Accuride has been advised  
of the possibility of such damages. Accuride shall not be  
responsible for incidental or consequential damages,  
because some states or jurisdictions do not allow the  
exclusion or limitation of liability for consequential or  
incidental damages, the above limitation may not apply. 
Any repair or modification of the Quick Lift not performed 
or specifically authorized by Accuride will void the warranty 
provided above. 

Accuride will not be responsible for damage to the Quick 
Lift caused by misuse, abuse, failure to properly package 
the product for return to Accuride, or for damage caused 
by carriers during shipment either to or from Accuride or an 
authorized Accuride distributor. 

This warranty does not extend to any damage to products 
used in conjunction with the Quick Lift. Any repairs  
necessitated by misuse, abuse, or shipping damage to the 
Quick Lift or repairs of defective Quick Lifts returned after 
the warranty period has expired will be performed at then 
current rates established by Accuride for factory service.
