Purpose: Opportunity for RGA current corporate and Executive Roundtable members as well as
EEI members to watch the inaugural parade. The event was included in RGA
membership for the year.

Set-Up: EETI’s office space is an entire floor and will be open to guests. This event is a reception
style event. There will be food stations and bars throughout the office, with a larger
food area in the main conference room. There will also be spaces for people to sit
throughout the office.

There will be a VIP section roped off for Governors, governors’ spouses and VIP guests
at the party. A RGA and EEI staffer will be in charge of access to that area. It will be in
EEI’s CEO Tom Kuhn’s office space. The office itself can hold 25 people. The VIP
section can hold around 50. There is a parade viewing area in this space. We do ask that
you mingle around in the general area as well as the VIP area. Staff will not be able to
enter the VIP area due to capacity.

There will be an area for younger guests with games. There will be a green screen area
that people can take photos with backgrounds such as the oval office. There will be TVs
throughout the office where people can view the swearing in, as well as the parade.
There are windows facing Pennsylvania Avenue throughout EEI’s office on the 4™
floor. This is where you can watch the parade. As of right now, the secret service has
closed balcony access. This could change the day of the parade.

After the swearing in ceremony, all Governors will reload the buses that brought them
to the ceremony. The buses will then drop off some guests at the National Governors
Association before the final stop at 701 Pennsylvania. The bus will drop off right in
front of the loading dock entrance. This bus transportation is only for Governors, one
guest and one security agent.

After the event, you will leave with a secret service approved trooper vehicle. The only
entrance and exit approved at EEI that day is the loading dock. Troopers will be able to
park on the street in front of the loading dock to pick you up when you leave. Trooper
vehicles must have secret service approved decals and enter through the security
checkpoint at 8" and F Street NW. If you have any questions about parking please
contact Adam Gaab, USSS, contact information above.

Please note due to secret service regulations there will be very strict guidelines to
getting into building.

The entry point to EEI will be on D Street between 7™ and 8™ street across from the Red
Apron. All Governors will arrive and enter the loading dock. Other entrances will not be
open. There will be secret service agents present. There will also be two RGA staffers
and an EEI staffer present. The RGA staffer will make sure you move through the
secret service line quickly. Please note that all first family will most likely be required
to show ID. Governors will not need to show ID. The below map shows where the
loading dock is. There is a green marker that marks the entry point.
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You will walk through a service hallway to the lobby of 701 Pennsylvania. There will
be a registration table in the lobby where a staffer from your team can pick up
nametags. You will also need to pick up a wristband. ALL GUESTS (including
Governors and security) MUST WEAR THE WRISTBAND. No exceptions.

You will go up the elevator to the 4™ floor to EEI where there will be one more check
for a wristband. There is also a coat check on the 4" floor.
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Other Information:  Please also find the Joint Transportation Plan released by the Inaugural Committee, as
well as map showing pedestrian walking routes and road closures.

Please note that this is a joint party between EEI and the RGA, most but not all guests
are RGA members.

CONGRESSMAN/SENATOR ATTENDEE BIOS:

Rep. Brian Babin
Texas, 36™ District, Republican

Brian Babin is a life-long resident of East Texas. He was born in Port Arthur, Texas and
grew up in Beaumont. He graduated with a bachelor of science from Lamar University
and completed dental school at the University of Texas Dental Branch in Houston,
Texas.

Dr. Babin served as an airborne artilleryman in the Texas Army National Guard and the
U.S. Army Reserve and held various jobs to put himself through school, including
merchant seaman, janitor, musician, disc jockey and U.S. Post Office letter carrier. Following his graduation
from dental school, Dr. Babin was commissioned as a Captain in the United States Air Force and stationed
overseas at Ramstein, Germany.

In 1979, Dr. Babin returned to East Texas and settled in Woodville where he opened a dental office. Over the
past three-plus decades in Woodville, in addition to maintaining his successful dental practice, he has served as
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Woodville’s Mayor, City Councilman, and as a Woodville ISD School Board Member, and in various other
civic roles including Director and Vice President of the Tyler County Chamber of Commerce and Lions Club
President.

On January 5, 2015, Dr. Babin was sworn in to the 114th Congress. He was appointed to two committees that
are critically important to the 36th District. His service on the House Transportation and Infrastructure
Committee affords him the opportunity to address the critical ports, highways, rails and pipelines that provide
thousands of jobs and fuel a hub of economic activity that includes more petrochemical refining facilities than
any district in the country.

Dr. Babin was also appointed to the House Committee on Science, Space and Technology. Serving as Chairman
of the House Subcommittee on Space he is able to serve as a national leader for America’s space policy matters
of NASA and represent the interests of Johnson Space Center also located in the district. As a member of the
Subcommittee on Environment, Babin has helped lead efforts to bring transparency and accountability to the
EPA, which has threatened our petrochemical and agricultural interests with excessive regulation.

Dr. and Mrs. Babin are members of the First Baptist Church of Woodville, where he has served as a deacon,
Sunday school teacher, choir member and as a member of Gideon’s International. He and his wife, Roxanne,
also from Beaumont, have been married since 1972; have 5 children and 12 grandchildren. They live in
Woodpville, Texas.

Rep. Ken Buck
Colorado, 4" District, Republican

Congressman Ken Buck is a Republican from Windsor, representing Colorado's
4th Congressional District. He was first elected to Congress on November 4, 2014,
and is currently serving his first term in the United States House of
Representatives.

Ken serves on the House Judiciary Committee and the House Committee on

\ Oversight and Government Reform. He serves on the OGR Subcommittees on
Government Operations and the Interior and is a member of the Judiciary Subcommittees on Immigration and
Border Security and Crime, Terrorism, Homeland Security and Investigations.

Ken Buck learned the value of hard work from his grandfather, who opened a shoe repair store in Greeley in the
1930’s. One of three brothers, Ken worked his way through high school, college and law school as a janitor,
truck driver, furniture mover and as a ranch hand.

After law school, Ken worked for Congressman Dick Cheney (R-WY) on the Iran-Contra Investigation and then
became a prosecutor with the U.S. Department of Justice. In 1990 Ken joined the Colorado U.S. Attorney’s
Office where he became the Chief of the Criminal Division.

In 2002 Ken joined Hensel Phelps Construction Co. in Greeley as a business executive.

Starting in 2004 Ken Buck was elected Weld County District Attorney three times. He led a staff of more than
sixty people with a strong record of criminal prosecution and crime prevention. Under Ken’s leadership, the
crime rate in Weld County dropped 50%, one of the best records in the country.

Ken is a Christian and a leader in his profession and community. Ken has volunteered and served on the boards
of many important community groups. As District Attorney, Ken brought together community leaders to create
the Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC). The Center has helped more than two thousand kids and their families
get back on the right path in life.
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Ken's wife Perry is currently a Representative in the Colorado House. They live in Windsor where Perry owns a
small business. Ken’s son Cody graduated from West Point and is a US Army Officer. Ken's daughter Kaitlin is
a business executive in Colorado after graduating from Clemson University.

Representative James E. Clyburn
Colorado, District 4, Democrat

As Assistant Democratic Leader in the 114th Congress, the number three Democrat in
the House, James E. Clyburn is the leadership liaison to the Appropriations Committee,
one of the Democratic Caucus' primary liaisons to the White House and Chair of the
recently formed House Democrats' Democratic Outreach & Engagement Task Force.

His humble beginnings in Sumter South Carolina, as the eldest son of an activist
fundamentalist minister and an independent civic minded beautician, grounded him
securely in family, faith and public service. He was elected president of his NAACP
youth chapter when he was 12 years old, helped organize many civil rights marches and
demonstrations as a student leader at South Carolina State College, and even met his
wife Emily in jail during one of his incarcerations.

When Clyburn came to Congress in 1993, he was elected co-President of his Freshman class and quickly rose
through leadership ranks. He was elected Chairman of the Congressional Black Caucus in 1999, and his
reputation as a leader and consensus-builder helped him win a difficult three-way race for House Democratic
Caucus Vice Chair in 2002. Three years later, he was unanimously elected Chair of the Democratic Caucus.
When Democrats regained the House majority in 2006, Congressman Clyburn was elevated by his colleagues to
House Majority Whip.

As a national leader he has worked to respond to the needs of America's diverse communities. He championed
rural communities supporting the development of regional water projects, community health centers, and
broadband connections. He has supported higher education by leading the charge for increased Pell grants;
investing millions in science and math programs and historic preservation at Historically Black Colleges and
Universities. He has encouraged economic development by securing funding for Empowerment Zones;
investing in green technology development such as nuclear, wind, hydrogen and biofuels; and directing 10
percent of Recovery Act funding to communities 20 percent under the poverty level for the past 30 years.
Clyburn was instrumental in advancing into law measures to resolve historic discrimination issues, significantly
reducing the statutory disparity in cocaine sentencing and compensating African and Native American farmers
who suffered racial discrimination under the USDA loan program.

Jim and Emily Clyburn have three daughters, Mignon, Jennifer Reed, and Angela Hannibal; two sons-in-law,
Walter Reed and Cecil Hannibal; and four grandchildren, Walter A Clyburn Reed, Sydney Alexis Reed, Layla
Joann Clyburn Hannibal, and Carter James Clyburn Hannibal.

Senator Steven Daines

From 1993 to 1997, Gov. Barbour served as Chairman of the Republican National Committee, managing the
1994 Republican surge that led to GOP control of both Houses of Congress for the first time in 40 years.

In 2003, he was elected Governor of Mississippi, assuming office in January 2004. During his tenure as
governor, Barbour led his state to adopt what the Wall Street Journal called the most comprehensive tort reform
in the country. His team generated numerous large economic projects in the energy, aerospace and automotive
fields, including the selection by Toyota of Blue Springs, Miss., for the company’s newest U.S. auto assembly
plant, which was the most sought-after economic development project in the United States that year. In Gov.
Barbour’s eight years as governor, per capita income in the state increased by 34 percent.
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After Hurricane Katrina hit the Gulf Coast in 2005, Gov. Barbour received national recognition from the
bipartisan American Legislative Exchange Council for his swift response to the worst natural disaster in
American history.

Other
awards during his tenure as Governor included being named Governor of the Year by Governing Magazine,
receiving the Gulf Guardian Award by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency in recognition of his work to
rebuild Gulf Coast ecosystems, and receiving the Adam Smith Award from BIPAC to honor his pursuit of the
principles of free enterprise.

Barbour attended the University of Mississippi, where he received his JD in
1973. Governor Barbour resides in Yazoo City with his wife Marsha. They have two sons and six grandchildren.

This Transportation Plan provides the general outlines for vehicular restricted zones, road
closures, charter vehicles, public transportation and pedestrian routes. Additional
information is available online for residents of the District of Columbia, Virginia and
Maryland, as well as for charter operators, through the websites listed at the end of this
plan. Additions to this plan may be made prior to the Inaugural and will be updated on
these websites. Specific questions regarding this transportation plan should be directed to
the participating agencies as identified.

Security and transportation plans for the 2017 Inauguration were developed by a

of Columbia and the federal government to ensure safety along Maryland
highways and provide up-to-the-minute information

and around the Capitol Grounds and the National Mall area will be closed to private
automobiles for much of the day. Metro plans to run special rail service on Inauguration
Day to support large crowds traveling to and from the National Mall and other events in
the region.

e For 17 consecutive hours -- from opening until 9 p.m. -- trains will run frequently
on all lines, including "Rush Plus" service on the Yellow Line between
Franconia-Springfield and Greenbelt.

e Riders planning to use Metro are encouraged to purchase their SmarTrip card in
advance to avoid long lines on Inauguration Day. (Each rider age 5 or older needs
his/her own SmarTrip card to enter and exit the system.) Before January 13, visit
wmata.com/inauguration to purchase a special $10 one-day pass good for
unlimited Metrorail and Metrobus trips on Inauguration Day.

e Metro recommends that riders plan their trip to the National Mall without
transferring between lines. There is a station near the National Mall on each
Metro line.

Metrobus

e Metrobus will operate "Saturday Supplemental" service (Saturday schedule with
additional trips on selected routes). Check wmata.com for details.

e Approximately 50 routes will operate with detours due to Inauguration events and
road closures. Expect delays and detours. Please allow additional time.

e Routes that normally cross the National Mall will turn around at special locations
outside the secure area; use Metrorail instead.

e Temporary bus stops will be marked around the security perimeter of the event
where bus routes will end.

MetroAccess

e MetroAccess paratransit service for customers with disabilities will operate
identical hours to rail and bus schedules.

Charter Buses

Transportation and security planners anticipate up to 1,500 private buses carrying
approximately 100,000 participants to Washington, D.C. for the Inaugural events.
Parking is only available at RFK Stadium and must be reserved in advance at
http://goground.com/pi2017/home. From RFK Stadium, passengers will be able to take
Metrorail, walk, or, in limited cases, take shuttle buses to the Inaugural events.

Charter buses will not be able to park and/or drop off passengers at any Metro station in
Washington D.C., Virginia or Maryland. All transportation providers planning to travel to
the District of Columbia during Inauguration Week with chartered buses, motor carriers,
etc., must obtain a trip permit from the District Department of Motor Vehicles if they do
not have apportioned tags and must reserve parking in advance. Parking for charter buses
1s available on a first-come, first-served basis.

REMINDER: FIREARMS IN DC

The open carrying of firearms is prohibited in the District of Columbia. To carry a
concealed firearm within District of Columbia, you must have a District of Columbia
issued concealed carry permit, and be in compliance with all applicable requirements,
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restrictions, and prohibitions under the law. There is no reciprocity with other validly
issued out of District permits. Even with a valid District of Columbia issued permit, a
permit holder is still prohibited from carrying in certain designated areas, to include, but
not limited to, demonstrations, federal buildings, the National Mall, the White House
complex, the U.S. Capitol grounds, and gatherings or special events open to the public
such as the Presidential Inauguration.

Capital Bikeshare Corrals / Bike Parking / Streetcar / Circulator

The Parade Watch Party is being hosted on Friday, January 20, 2017 from 11:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. at
the offices of the Edison Electric Institute (EEI), located at 701 Pennsylvania Avenue, NW, Suite 400,
Washington, DC 20004.

Suggested dress for this event is business casual attire.

Below is important information that you will need to enter the 701 Pennsylvania Ave., NW office
building and security information that you should be aware of for Friday, January 20, 2017.

ACCESS TO 701 PENNSYILVANIA AVENUE OFFICE BUILDING
¢ Only registered guests may enter the 701 Pennsylvania Avenue office

building. There will be no exceptions.

Registered guests must have a valid government issued photo ID to gain access to
the building and attend EETI’s office space. Guests will be required to show their IDs at
two checkpoints.

If you are bringing a child, please bring his/her passport if they have one. Children that
do not have a valid picture ID must be registered and accompanied by a registered guest
with a picture ID.

There will be two checkpoints for access to the party. Please be patient with us if there is
a line. This is part of secret service security protocol.
