3. Install the inlet piping 9 1/2" below the intended top finish of the
outlet box.

4. Secure the valve assembly to the inlet piping and soap-test all
pipe joints.

5. Slide the base of the P.V.C. enclosure over the assembly so that the
assembly sits in the box where desired and secure the base of the box 
to the wall.

6. Secure the assembly to the base of the enclosure using the copper
strapping and screws provided.
Caulk the pipe coming through the wall.7.
