Download HTMX: Go to htmx.org and download the latest version of HTMX.
Include HTMX: Place the downloaded htmx.min.js file in the public/js directory of your Laravel project. Then, include it in your main layout (resources/views/layouts/app.blade.php) like so:
<script src="{{ asset('js/htmx.min.js') }}"></script>
Project: Simple Hello World Application
Now, let's put everything together in a simple project that displays a "Hello, World!" message using Laravel and updates it using HTMX without reloading the page.
Creating the View
Create a new view file resources/views/hello.blade.php and add the following content:
<!DOCTYPE html>
<html lang="en">
<head>
 <meta charset="UTF-8">
 <title>Hello HTMX</title>
 <script src="{{ asset('js/htmx.min.js') }}"></script>
</head>
<body>
 <h1 hx-get="/hello" hx-trigger="load">Loading...</h1>
</body>
</html>
This HTML file uses HTMX to fetch content from the /hello route when the page loads.
Setting Up the Route
Open the routes/web.php file and add a new route that returns our "Hello, World!" message:
use Illuminate\Support\Facades\Route;
 
Route::get('/hello', function () {
 return 'Hello, World!';
});
Testing Your Application
Start the Laravel development server:
php artisan serve
Open your browser and navigate to http://localhost:8000/hello. You should see the "Hello, World!" message displayed on the page, fetched dynamically using HTMX!

B. Troubleshooting Common Issues
Laravel
Migration Problems: Ensure you have the correct database credentials in your .env file and that your database server is running.
500 Internal Server Error: Check the Laravel log files in storage/logs for specific error messages. Common issues include permissions errors or missing environment variables.
CSRF Token Mismatch: Make sure your forms include a CSRF token using @csrf directive and that you are not caching pages that contain forms.
HTMX
Requests Not Triggering: Verify that the HTMX script is correctly included in your page and that you are using the correct HTMX attributes.
Partial Updates Not Working: Ensure the server responds with the correct HTML fragment and that the hx-target attribute is set to the correct element ID or class.
Event Handlers Not Working: If you dynamically insert content that has HTMX attributes, ensure you're using HTMX's hx-swap-oob attribute or manually re-initialize any JavaScript event listeners.
C. Glossary of Terms
CSRF (Cross-Site Request Forgery): A security attack that tricks the victim into submitting a malicious request.
Eloquent ORM: Laravel's built-in ORM (Object-Relational Mapping) tool for database interactions.
Middleware: A filtering mechanism in Laravel that allows you to handle and modify HTTP requests and responses.
ORM (Object-Relational Mapping): A programming technique for converting data between incompatible type systems using object-oriented programming languages.
Route: A mechanism in Laravel that maps HTTP requests to specific controller actions based on the URL and request method.
