2 Getting Started

You may have an existing Rails application that you want to generate API documentation for, but for this book we are going to start by creating a brand new app. Many of these sames steps will still apply if you have an existing Rails app.

1 rails new --api todo-api




1 cd todo-api
2 bin/rails db:setup
3 bin/rails s




Open up your browser to http://localhost:3000 and verify that the welcome to rails page loads.

Now let’s create a model and controller for our todo resource.

1 bin/rails g model todo name:text completed:boolean
2 bin/rails g controller todos
3 bin/rails db:migrate




Let’s edit the controller to add the index method. Configure it to return some sample json data that we will use to verify that things are working:

1 # app/controllers/todos_controller.rb
2 class TodosController < ApplicationController
3   def index
4     render json: { "success": true }
5   end
6 end




Now we need to edit config/routes.rb to create the route to the todos index:

1 # config/routes.rb
2 Rails.application.routes.draw do
3   # Define your application routes per the DSL in https:/\
4 /guides.rubyonrails.org/routing.html
5   get 'todos' => "todos#index"
6        
7   # Defines the root path route ("/")
8   # root "articles#index"
9 end




Now start the rails app with bin/rails s and in another terminal test that it is working with this cURL command:

1 curl -X GET http://localhost:3000/todos.json




It should output:

1 {"success":true}
