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Competition Details: Contestants will use the IQChinese Quiz software loaded on
the PCs in Computer Lab (Room # 107) to recognize and enter Chinese characters
at their own pace for 5 minutes. Contestants can choose the Chinese characters

entering methods by using either Pinyin or Phonetic (Bopomofo Zhuyin) available
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from the Microsoft Windows built-in input methods. Each division’s typing
content is developed from the teaching staff of the Orange County Digital Huayu
Learning Center and includes individual characters and phrases, with emphasis on
those that appear more frequently in daily use. At the end of the session, an event
judge will print the results calculated by the IQChinese Quiz software and approve

them with the judge’s signature.
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Scoring: Each participant’s score is calculated using 1QChinese Quiz’s formula of

(Correct entries per minute) x (number of distinct characters recognized).
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Awards: Each division’s top 3 scorers and 12 honorable mentions will win cash,
trophies, certificates, and IQChinese souvenirs. First place case prize is $100,
second prize $75, third place $50, and honorable mention $25 each. Individuals
who did not indicate a Chinese school affiliation or age, or did not provide age

validation at check-in are ineligible to receive any prizes.
