For other levels, students must use both hands to hold the
folder and read the poetry presentation. The students are allowed to read
without looking at the poetry. Facial expressions are acceptable, but no
gestures and movements are allowed.

**Please prepare your own folders.
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Poetry reading competition (for group contestants): draft folders are not
necessary while performing. Simple gestures and facial expressions are fine,
but singing, dancing, background music and props shall not be allowed.
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Classic Recitation competition: taking the overall performance as scoring
criteria which includes pronunciation, intonation, expression, fluency, etc.
