Winner
selection will be final, unless ruled to be ineligible by the fair board.

Scholarship must be used within one year unless an extension made by written request is granted by
the scholarship committee. Failure o comply may result in loss of scholarship.

Applicant must be a resident of Baxter County.

Must attend college or vocational school after high school.

Must have exhibited at least one year in the Baxter County Fair. (One point for each year-Maximum 9
points)

Number of categories exhibited in the fair. (One point each-Maximum 10 points)

Number of activities involved outside the fair. (One point each-Maximum 5 points)

GPA will be considered only in case of applicants being close in their points from the calculation of the
point system.

Must take a minimum of 12 credit hours per semester. (To be considered a full-time student,
you must enroll in 12 credit hours per semester)
