O 19. Take a trip to a nearby construction site. Stay at a safe distance. Plan to
visit later and monitor the progress.

O 20. Play the I Spy game. Say “I spy something green.” Let your child guess
what it is. Then it's your child’s turn to spy something.

O 21. Instead of talking, try singing sentences back and forth with your child.
O 22. With your child, learn to say hello in two other languages.

O 23. Blow up a balloon and see how long you and your child can keep it in
the air. This teaches eye-hand coordination.

O 24. Use sidewalk chalk to draw pictures, letters and numbers outside with
your child on a warm day.

Remind your child to
say please and thank you.

O 27. Talk to your child about being safe around strangers.

Use cardboard toilet paper tubes and a rubber ball to bowl with your
child in a hallway.
