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Granger ISD Visitors
Summer 2020 COVID-19 Operation Guidelines

The following Granger ISD Return-to-Work Guidelines have been created in response to the current COVID-19 Health
Crisis. The purpose of these Guidelines is to provide the return to normal work conditions while keeping Granger ISD staff,
students, and families safe.

As we work diligently to return to a normal work operational plan, we have several mandatory practices that all staff,
students, and visitors must follow. The Granger ISD COVID-19 Summer 2020 Operation Guidelines were developed
through the guidance of Texas Education Agency (TEA) and the Center for Diseases Control and Prevention (CDC) COVID-
19 school safety recommendations along with local considerations. Please remember, these requirements are put
together in order to maintain the safety of all staff, students, and parents.

GISD Visitor Guidelines and Expectations:

All GISD campus doors will remain locked to prevent unauthorized entry into the building.
Individuals wishing to gain access to the building are encouraged to make an appointment prior to visiting the
office by calling the main school phone line, 512-859-2173, during the following summer school business hours.
® The GISD High School Office will be open Monday through Thursday from 9am-3pm and closed on Friday. All
other buildings will remain closed at this time, including the elementary and gymnasiums, unless being used for
strength and conditioning per the UIL protocols.
Adherence to GISD’s COVID-19 Summer 2020 Operational Guidelines is required for all in-person office visits.
Visitors will be screened by phone when making an appointment or in person prior to entering the building with
these questions:
1. Have you been in contact with someone who has tested positive for COVID-19 in the last 14 days?
2. Are you currently experiencing any COVID-19 symptoms (cough, shortness of breath or difficulty
breathing, chills, repeated shaking with chills, muscle pain, headache, sore throat, loss of taste or
smell, diarrhea, feeling feverish or a measured temperature greater than or equal to 100.0 degrees
Fahrenheit)?
® Once visitors arrive, they will need to call the main school phone line, 512-859-2173, and wait in their car or
outside the door. A staff member will go outside to greet the visitor when it is time for them to enter the
building.
® Any visitor living with someone who has experienced any COVID-19 symptoms ( cough, shortness of breath or
difficulty breathing, chills, repeated shaking with chills, muscle pain, headache, sore throat, loss of taste or
smell, diarrhea, feeling feverish or a measured temperature greater than or equal to 100.0 degrees Fahrenheit)
within the last two weeks, whether they have a positive COVID-19 test or not, may not visit on campus. Business
may be conducted over the phone or until the household member and/or individual have not experienced
symptoms for 14 days or have been cleared by a medical provider.
e All visitors must have their temperature taken once inside the building.

0 Inthe event the visitor’'s temperature is greater than 100 degrees Fahrenheit, he/she may wait in the
air-conditioned foyer for five minutes to cool off (due to the high temperatures outside). After re-
checking the visitor’s temperature, if the reading is still higher than 100 degrees Fahrenheit, the visitor is
required to leave the building for 48 hours before they can return. Upon return to the building, the
visitor must be symptom free.

® Only one campus visitor per family is allowed in the building.
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e Campus visitors must wear a mask/face-covering to enter the building and continue to wear the mask while
inside the building.

e All visitors must use hand sanitizer upon entering the high school office.

e Remember to keep a six foot distance between you and another individual.

e Do not shake hands or hug. and

e Use common hygiene practices including sneezing or coughing into elbow or a single-use facial tissue.

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Visitantes de Granger ISD
Pautas de operacion COVID-19 de verano 2020

Las siguientes pautas de regreso al trabajo de Granger ISD se han creado en respuesta a la actual crisis de salud de
COVID-19. El propdsito de estas Pautas es proporcionar el regreso a las condiciones normales de trabajo mientras se
mantiene seguro al personal, los estudiantes y las familias de Granger ISD.

A medida que trabajamos diligentemente para volver a un plan operativo de trabajo normal, tenemos varias practicas
obligatorias que todo el personal, los estudiantes y los visitantes deben seguir. Las Pautas de Operacién Granger ISD
COVID-19 Verano 2020 se desarrollaron a través de la guia de la Agencia de Educacién de Texas (TEA) y las
recomendaciones de seguridad escolar del Centro para el Control y Prevencién de Enfermedades (CDC) COVID-19 junto
con consideraciones locales. Recuerde que estos requisitos se combinan para mantener la seguridad de todo el
personal, los estudiantes y los padres.

Pautas vy expectativas del visitante de GISD:

Todas las puertas del campus de GISD permaneceran cerradas para evitar la entrada no autorizada al edificio.
Se recomienda a las personas que deseen acceder al edificio que hagan una cita antes de visitar la oficina
Ilamando a la linea telefdnica principal de la escuela, 512-859-2173, durante el siguiente horario comercial de la
escuela de verano.

e La oficina de GISD High School estara abierta de lunes a jueves de 9 am a 3 pm y estara cerrada los viernes.
Todos los demas edificios permanecerdn cerrados en este momento, incluidas las escuelas primarias y los
gimnasios, a menos que se usen para la fuerza y el acondicionamiento segun los protocolos UIL.

e Serequiere el cumplimiento de las Directrices Operativas COVID-19 Verano 2020 de GISD para todas las visitas al
consultorio en persona.

e Los visitantes serdn evaluados por teléfono cuando hagan una cita o en persona antes de ingresar al edificio con
estas preguntas:

O ¢Has estado en contacto con alguien que haya dado positivo por COVID-19 en los ultimos 14 dias?

0 (¢Estd experimentando actualmente algin sintoma de COVID-19 (tos, dificultad para respirar o dificultad
para respirar, escalofrios, temblores repetidos con escalofrios, dolor muscular, dolor de cabeza, dolor de
garganta, pérdida de sabor u olfato, diarrea, sensacién de fiebre o una temperatura medida mayor que
o igual a 100.0 grados Fahrenheit)?

e Unavez que lleguen los visitantes, deberan llamar a la linea telefdnica principal de la escuela, 512-859-2173, y
esperar en su automovil o afuera de la puerta. Un miembro del personal saldra a saludar al visitante cuando sea
hora de que ingresen al edificio.

e Cualquier visitante que viva con alguien que haya experimentado alguin sintoma de COVID-19 (tos, dificultad
para respirar o dificultad para respirar, escalofrios, temblores repetidos con escalofrios, dolor muscular, dolor de
cabeza, dolor de garganta, pérdida de sabor u olfato, diarrea, sensacién de fiebre o un temperatura medida
mayor o igual a 100.0 grados Fahrenheit) dentro de las ultimas dos semanas, ya sea que tengan una prueba
COVID-19 positiva o no, no pueden visitar el campus. Los negocios pueden realizarse por teléfono o hasta que el
miembro del hogar y / o el individuo no hayan experimentado sintomas durante 14 dias o hayan sido
autorizados por un proveedor médico.

e Todos los visitantes deben tener su temperatura tomada una vez dentro del edificio.

0 Encaso de que la temperatura del visitante sea superior a 100 grados Fahrenheit, él / ella puede esperar
en el vestibulo con aire acondicionado durante cinco minutos para refrescarse (debido a las altas
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temperaturas en el exterior). Después de volver a verificar la temperatura del visitante, si la lectura
sigue siendo superior a 100 grados Fahrenheit, el visitante debe abandonar el edificio durante 48 horas
antes de que pueda regresar. Al regresar al edificio, el visitante debe estar libre de sintomas.

Solo se permite una visita al campus por familia en el edificio.

Los visitantes del campus deben usar una mascara / mascara para entrar al edificio y continuar usando la

mascara mientras estan dentro del edificio.

e Todos los visitantes deben usar desinfectante para manos al ingresar a la oficina de la escuela secundaria.

e Recuerde mantener una distancia de seis pies entre usted y otra persona.

® No se dé la mano ni se abrace. y

e Use practicas de higiene comunes, como estornudar o toser en el codo o un pafiuelo facial de un solo uso.
